2. All of the texts (the Qurôanic verses and ahadeeth) are referenced, so that 
whoever wishes to go back to the original can do so. Whenever a hadith 

is quoted by more than one book of hadith, I have only mentioned one. 

3. The Arabic khutab are listed completely separately to the English, so that 

whoever wishes to deliver the khutbah in one language only can do so.  

4. I have ordered the khutab by topic according the Hijri calendar, so that 

the appropriate occasional khutab are delivered at the correct time. I have 

included four or five khutab per month, to give some degree of choice to 

the imam.  

I pray to Allah (SWT) to benefit all those who read this book and use it, and to 

give me its reward on the Day of Judgment. Ameen.

Dear Muslims: 

Our talk today is about one of the great companions of the prophet (PBUH) and a 

great piece of advice given to him from the Prophet (PBUH).  

The Sahaby is Abdullah ibn Abbas. 

Abdullah was the son of Abbas, an uncle of the Prophet (PBUH). He was born just 

three years before the Hijrah. When the Prophet died, Abdullah was therefore only 

thirteen years old. His mother is Umm al-Fadl Lubaba bin Al Hareath, the second 

woman who converted to Islam, on the same day as her close friend Khadijah  

(RAA).  

When Abdullah reached an age of understanding and maturity, he attached himself 

to the service of the Prophet (PBUH). He would run to get water for him when he 

wanted to make wudu. He narrated: "Once the Prophet (PBUH) was on the point of 

performing wudu; I hurried to get water ready for him. He was pleased with what I 

was doing. As he was about to begin Salat, he indicated that I should stand at his 

side. However, I stood behind him. When the Salat was finished, he turned to me 

and said: 'What prevented you from being at my side, O Abdullah?' 'I said that you 

are too great in my eyes for me to stand side by side with you, óHe (PBUH), raised 

his hands to the heavens, then prayed: 'O Allah, grant him wisdom." In another 

hadith he (PBUH) said: "Oh Allah! Grant him understanding (fiqh) of the religion 

and teach him the explanation of the Qurôan".

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The Prophet's prayer certainly was granted; for the young Abdullah was to prove 

time and again that he possessed wisdom beyond his years. During the lifetime of 

the Prophet (PBUH), Abdullah did not miss any of his congregations and he would 

commit to memory whatever he (PBUH) said.  

After the Prophet passed away, he would take care to go to as many companions as 

possible especially those who knew the Prophet longer and learn from them what the 

Prophet had taught them.  

Whenever he heard that someone knew a hadith of the Prophet which he did not 

know he would go quickly to him and memorise it.  

Dear Muslims: 

Now we look at the advice of the prophet (PBUH) to ibn Abbas. On the authority of 

`Abdullah ibn `Abbas (RAA) who said: One day I was riding (a horse/camel) behind 

the Prophet when he said, to me: ñO young man, I shall teach you some words of 

advice: Be Mindful of Allah and Allah will protect you. Be Mindful of Allah and 

you will find Him in front of you. When you ask, then ask Allah alone; and when 

you seek help, then seek help from Allah alone. And know that if the entire Nation 

were to gather together to benefit you with anything, they would not benefit you 

except with what Allah had already prescribed for you. And if they were to gather 

together to harm you with anything, they would not harm you except with what 

Allah had already prescribed against you. The Pens have been lifted and the Pages 

have dried.  

Another narration adds: ñbe mindful of Allah, and you will find Him in front of you. 

Recognize and acknowledge Allah in times of ease and prosperity, and He will 

remember you in times of difficulty. And know that what has passed you by [and 

you have failed to attain] was not going to befall you, and what has befallen you was 

not going to pass you by. Know that victory comes with patience, relief with 

affliction, and ease with hardship.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

There are many important lessons that we learn from this hadith, and these are:  

1- Muslims must remember Allah (SWT) everywhere and every time, which 

means that we must follow Allahôs Commandments and keep away from what He 

(SWT) forbade, and we must also stick to all our obligations. If Muslims obeyed 

Allah (SWT) and fulfilled all their obligations, then He (SWT) will protect them 

from the evil in this world, and on the Day of Judgement, Allah will protect them 

from the hell fire and admit them in Paradise.   

2- The second lesson that we should deduct from this hadith is that whenever 

we need any support or help we must ask Allah only because Allah is the 

only one who can answer. The Prophet (PBUH) narrated in a Hadith Qudsi 

that ñAllah (SWT) descends to the lower heaven in the last third of every 

night and says: ñIs there anyone asking me for something, so that I will 

answer him? Is there anyone repenting back to me and I will accept his 
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repentance? Is there anyone asking for my forgiveness and I will forgive 

him?ò 

Dear Muslims: 

3- The third lesson that we conclude from this hadith is that we must put our 

trust in Allah (SWT) and be certain that if all the people came to benefit 

somebody, they will not be able to unless Allah (SWT) has ordained the 

action to happen. And if all the people came together to harm somebody 

with something, they will not be able to do so unless Allah (SWT) has 

ordained it to happen. He (SWT) says:

ñSay: nothing shall ever happen to us except what Allah has ordained for us. He is 

our Mawla and in Allah let the believers put their trust.ò  

Dear Muslims:  

We must follow the Commandments of Allah (SWT) and keep away from what he 

forbade us to do, and we should always put our trust in Allah (SWT) and never ask 

anyone else for assistance or help. If we did that, we would be strong Muslims and 

we would not fear anyone but Allah (SWT). We cannot be harmed or benefited by 

anything or anyone, no matter how large they are in number or strong they appear, 

except by the will of Allah. What Allah has allowed in our destiny will definitely 

happen. One should remember and take care of Allah's rights in times of ease, and 

Allah will take care of him in times of difficulty.  

Dear Muslims: 

The saying of the prophet (PBUH) "and know that victory comes with patience, 

relief with affliction, and ease with hardship" informs Ibn `Abbas and every 

Muslims to consider that man in this world will be presented with trials and 

misfortunes, especially the pious, due to the statement of Allah (SWT):

Brotherhood 

All praise is due to Allah and may the peace and blessings of Allah be upon 

His Prophet, his household and companions.  

Dear Brothers and sisters, fear Allah as He should be feared and be conscious 

of Him in private and in public.  

ñO you who believe! Keep your duty to Allah and fear Him, and speak always 

the truth. He will direct you to do righteous good deeds and will forgive you 

your sins. And whosoever obeys Allah and His Messenger has indeed achieved 

a great achievement.ò 

I testify that there is no deity worthy of worship except Allah and that 

Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah. May peace and blessings of Allah be 

upon him, his household and companions. 

Dear Muslims: 

When the Prophet (PBUH) emigrated from Mecca to Medina, he began his 

blessed life in Medina with two great achievements. 

The first was the building of his Holy mosque to be the central meeting place 

to gather all the Muslims. 

The second was the bond of brotherhood, which he established between Al-

muhajreen and Al-ansar, which was one of the most significant achievements 

in the whole of the Islamic history.  

It was narrated that the Prophet (PBUH) gathered 90 persons; half from Al-

Muhajeroon and the other half from Al-Ansar in the house of Anas ibn Malik. 

The Prophet (PBUH) made a brotherhood between them in everything even in 

inheritance. He (PBUH) used to call a man from Al-Ansar and another man 

form Al-Muhajeroon, and say to them: You are now brothers in Islam, and the 

Muslims gave the highest examples of true brotherhood. For example, Imam 

Al-Bukhary narrated that Saôd bin Ar-Rabiô, a person from Al-Ansar said to his 

brother Abdul-Rahman Bin Awf from Almuhajeroon: ñI am the richest man 

amongst the Al-Ansar. I am glad to share my property half-and-half with you. I 
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have two wives, I am ready to divorce one and then you may marry her; and I 

have two houses you can take one of themò. But Abdul-Rahman was not 

prepared to accept neither property nor home. So he blessed his brother and 

said: ñKindly direct me to the market so that I may make my fortune with my 

own handsò. Also Abu Huraira (RAA) narrated: The Ansar said to the Prophet:  

Distribute the palm trees between us and our emigrant brothers. He replied: No. 

So, the Ansâr said (to the emigrants), Look after the trees, water and watch 

them, and share the fruits with us. The emigrants said: ñWe listen and obey.ò 

Our topic today, dear Muslims, is about brotherhood in Islam. 

Dear brothers and sisters: 

Islam has encouraged all Muslims to be brothers and one nation, Allah (SWT) 

says in Surat Al-Hujurat: } ̰Ϣ̲н̶϶̴ϖ ̲дн̳з̴в̶ϕ̳г̶ЮϜ ϝ̲г̵ж̴ϖ{  

 ñThe believers are nothing else than brothers (in Islamic religion)ò. The 

Prophet (PBUH) said: ñThe relationship of the believer with another believer is 

like (the bricks of) a building, each supports the other.ò He PBUH) illustrated 

this by interlocking the fingers of both his hands. 

Also on the authority of Ibn `Umar who reported that the Messenger of Allah 

(PBUH) said: "A Muslim is a brother of another Muslim. So he should not 

oppress him nor should he hand him over to his enemies. Whoever fulfils the 

needs of his brother, Allah will fulfil his needs; whoever removes the troubles 

of his brother, Allah will remove one of his troubles on the Day of 

Resurrection; and whoever covers up the fault of a Muslim, Allah will cover up 

his fault on the Day of Resurrection." 

For this reason, dear Muslims, it is essential that all Muslims share their 

happiness and sadness with their brothers in Islam. On the authority of Al - 

Nu`man bin Bashir (RAA) who reported that the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) 

said: "The believers in their mutual kindness, compassion and sympathy are 

just like one body. When one of the organs suffers, the whole body responds to 

it with wakefulness and fever.ò 

And He (PBUH) made it clear that A Muslim will not have complete faith 

unless he likes for his brothers what he likes for himself. Anas bin Malik, 

narrated that the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñNo one among you will be a truthful 

believer until he likes for his brother or for his neighbour that which he loves 

for himselfò. 

Dear Muslims: 

Islam makes everyone equal; there is no difference between a black and a 

white, an Arab and a non-Arab, except by piety and good deeds. Allah (SWT) 

says:

  ñO mankind! We have created you from a male and a female, and made you 

into nations and tribes, that you may know one another. Verily, the most 

honourable of you with Allah is the one who has taqwa (piety). Verily, Allah is 

All  Knowing, All Awareò. 

This means that the leader is the brother of the ordinary people. On the 

authority of `Auf bin Malik (RAA) who narrated that the Messenger of Allah 

(PBUH) said: "The best of your rulers are those whom you love and who love 

you, and those who supplicate to Allah in your favour and you supplicate to 

Allah in their favour. The worst of your rulers are those whom you hate and 

who hate you; and whom you curse and who curse you." 

The slaves, servants and their masters are also brothers and equal. The Prophet 

(PBUH) says: ñYour slaves are your brothers, whom Allah has placed in your 

hands (i.e. control), and he who has his brother under him should feed him with 

what he eats and dress him with what he dresses. You should not burden them 

beyond their capacities, and if you burden them, help themò. 

Dear Muslims: 

Islam has ordained upon us teachings with which brotherhood increases 

between the Muslims, some of these teachings are the congregated prayers, 

Jumaôa prayer, the prayers of the two Eids and Zakat. The teachings of the 

Prophet (PBUH) also show our rights upon each other and how to treat each 

other. He (PBUH) says: ñThere are six rights of a Muslim upon a Muslim: 

When you meet him, greet him; when he invites you, respond to the invite; 

when he seeks counsel, give him advice; when he sneezes and praises Allah, 

say to him: 'May Allah have mercy on you (Yarhamuk - Allah)'; when he is 

sick, visit him; and when he dies, follow his funeral.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

Islam ordered us to be united. Allah (SWT) says:

As the Holy Quran mentioned, the first reason for which Allah (SWT) has 

forbidden drinking wine and gambling is that they create enmity between the 

people, and it makes them fight. He (SWT) says:

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ñShaitân wants only to excite enmity and hatred between you with alcoholic 

drinks and gambling, and keep you away from the remembrance of Allah and 

from AsSalât (the prayer). So, will you not then abstain?ò 

The prophet (PBUH) has made it very clear that one of the sins that Muslims 

should refrain from is being the enemy of another Muslim, and to desert other 

Muslims. On the authority of Abu Aiyub Al - Ansari (RAA) who reported that 

Allah's Messenger (PBUH) said: "It is not lawful for a Muslim to desert or stop 

talking to his brother for more than three nights, the one turning one way and 

the other turning to the other way when they meet, the better of the two is one 

who is the first to greet the other."  

And He (PBUH) also said: 

"People's deeds are presented before Allah on Mondays and Thursdays, and 

then every slave (of Allah) is granted forgiveness (of minor sins) if he does not 

associate anything with Allah in worship. But the person in whose heart there 

is hatred towards his brother, will not be forgiven. Allah (SWT) will say about 

them to his angels twice: 'Hold these two until they are reconciled.'" 

For these reasons, dear Muslims, Allah (SWT) ordered us to reconcile between 

our brothers if there is any hatred between them. He (SWT) says:

The Prophet 

(PBUH) even gave permission to us that we could exaggerate or even lie about 

things as long as it is for a good cause and to reconcile between two brothers. 

He (PBUH) said: "The person who (lies) in order to conciliate between people 

is not a liar, when he conveys good or says (something) good." 

Dear Muslims: 

I would like to conclude this Khutbah by reminding you of the Prophetôs 

advice on Hejjat Al-Wadaôa when he said: ñDo not return to disbelief after me 

by fighting against each otherò. 

 

I pray to Allah (SWT) to strengthen our bonds of brotherhood and unite us all.

Dear Muslims: 

We are currently in the sacred month of Al-Muharram, which is one of the four 

sacred months of the year which are Dhuôl-Qiôdah, Dhuôl-Hijjah, Al-Muharram 

and Rajab. This is an extremely virtuous month where there are special rewards 
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for certain deeds, such as fasting. Abu Hurayrah, (RAA) reported that the 

Prophet (PBUH) said: ñThe best fasting after that of Ramadaan is fasting 

during the month of Al-Muharram; and the best prayers after the obligatory 

ones are the night prayers.ò  

Dear Muslims: 

The tenth of Muharam is the day of Ashoraa. Ibn óAbbaas, (RAA) reported 

that: ñWhen the Prophet (PBUH) arrived in Madina he observed that the Jews 

were fasting on the day of óthe tenth of Muharram (Aashooraaô,) so the Prophet 

(PBUH) asked them: ñWhy do you fast on this day?ò they replied, ñThis is a 

great day. It is on this day that Allah saved Musa and his followers while 

drowning Pharaoh and his people, so Musa fasted this day out of gratitude to 

Allah and that is why we also fast on this day.ò The Prophet (PBUH) said in 

response: ñWe have more right to Musa than you.ò and thereupon the Prophet 

(PBUH) fasted this day and commanded All Muslims to do likewise.ò  

Dear Muslims: 

In the beginning, before Allah (SWT) commanded the fasting of Ramadan, it 

was the fasting of Ashoora that was obligatory for the Muslims. Afterwards, it 

became a Sunnah. 

Dear Muslims: 

Last week we were remembering the immigration of Rasul Allah (PBUH) from 

Makkah to Madina, and how the non-believers tried hard to kill him, but Allah 

(SWT) safeguarded him so that no-one was able to harm him. Today we 

remember another Prophet that Allah (SWT) saved; Prophet Musa (PBUH). 

The Pharaoh and his soldiers wanted to kill him and his followers, and Allah 

(SWT) commanded Musa to take his people and emigrate from Egypt to Sinai, 

but when he did so, Pharaoh and his soldiers caught up with him and his 

followers, until they were driven to the sea, and had nowhere to escape. 

Then Allah (SWT) commanded Musa to strike the water of the sea with his 

stick, and the sea divided as if it were two huge mountains. This was one of the 

major miracles of Prophet Musa (PBUH). 

Dear Muslims: 

These two immigrations are similar, the immigration of Prophet Mohammed 

(PBUH) and immigration of prophet Musa (AA). Both prophets received 

revelations from Allah (SWT), and both of them were attacked by the people 

and driven out of their countries in fear for their lives. 

And yet there is a difference between the nation of Mohammad (PBUH) and 

the nation of Prophet Musa (AA). The different is as follows: 

When Prophet Musa (AA) took his followers, and came before the sea, and 

they saw Pharaoh and his soldiers right behind them, they were aware and 

concerned only about their lives and they shouted at Musa, and said to 
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him, ñYou got us out of our land in order for Pharaoh to kill us?  We wish we 

never followed youò; Allah (SWT) says in Surat Al-Shoaraa:

When Allah (SWT) saved them and they saw the miracle; soon after they 

crossed the sea, instead of thanking Allah (SWT), who saved them from 

pharaoh and from drowning as well, they passed by some people who were 

worshipping idols; so they asked Musa to allow them to do the same, forgetting 

their Lord. Allah (SWT) says in Surat A-Araf:

Dear Muslims: 

The reaction of the Muslim ummah to the Prophet (PBUH)ôs migration was 

totally different. For example, when Rasul Allah, (PBUH) migrated, Abu Bakr 

accompanied him and he was always more concerned about the safety and the 

life of our prophet than his own life. He always used to say to the prophet ñO 

Rasul Allah, I am willing to sacrifice my life to save yours; if I die I am only a 

single person, but you; you are a whole nation O Rasul Allahò. That is why 

Allah (SWT) mentioned Abu Bakr in the Quran, reflecting such care and 

awareness. Allah (SWT) says:

When Allah (SWT) saved his prophet, the Muslims of Madina welcomed him 

by praising Allah (SWT), and they said:  ИϜϸ ύ ϝКϸ ϝв ϝзуЯК ϽЫЇЮϜ ϟϮм 

ñPraise is a must on us whenever a caller calls to Allahò. 

Therefore, we have to act differently from the way the Jews acted and do the 

opposite of what they do even when they fast the day of Ashoraa. 

Dear Muslims: 

Ibn Abbas (RAA) said: ñI never saw the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) so keen 

to fast any other than this day of óAshooraô and this month (meaning 

Ramadan).ò When one of the Prophetôs companions asked him about the 
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reward for fasting the day of Ashoora, he (PBUH) said: óI hope that Allah 

(SWT) will accept it by forgiving my sins in the past year.ò This is from the 

bounty of Allah towards us, for fasting one day he gives us forgiveness for the 

sins of a whole year. 

Dear Muslims: 

As Muslims, we should be keen to fast the ninth along with the tenth of this 

month. Imam Muslim narrated that when the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) 

fasted on the day of Ashoora, the Sahabah said: O Messenger of Allah, it is a 

day that is venerated by the Jews. The prophet (PBUH) said: ñNext year, we 

will fast on the ninth day.ò 

But If this is not possible, then we should try to fast other days of this sacred 

month such as Mondays, Thursdays or the middle three days of the month (i.e. 

the twelfth, thirteenth, and fourteenth). It is very important that the Muslims 

make provisions for their hereafter by increasing their performance of 

righteous deeds.

Dear Muslims: 

As Muslims, we must understand that the occasion of Ashura, and its fasting is 

derived from the teachings of the Prophet (PBUH) to remember the saving of 

Prophet Musa (AA) from the Pharaoh. Anything else that is added by anybody 

other than the Prophet (PBUH) is an innovation or bid'aa and is not from this 

religion. 

May Allah (SWT) accept our good deeds, make us from those who follow the 

Sunnah of the Prophet (PBUH) and make this new Islamic year one of 

blessings and victory for the Muslim Ummah.

Virtue of the four phrases 

All praises are due to Allah, we praise Him and ask Him His support. We seek 

His Guidance, we ask Him for Forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from 

the evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him to the 

right way.  I testify that there is no God except Allah, Alone without any 

partner. He gives life and causes death. He has power over all things. And I 

testify that Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger, the best of His 

creation, and His most beloved, he delivered the message, fulfilled the trust, 

advised the nation, removed the darkness from it, and he strove in the path of 

the religion until his death. May Allah's Blessings and peace be upon him, his 

family, his companions, and those who have treaded his path of excellence and 

followed his guidance until the Day of Judgment.  

Dear Muslims:  

Today we will talk about four blessed phrases, that the Prophet (PBUH) has 

ordered us to remember Allah (SWT) often using these words. They are:

Which mean: Glory be to Allah, praise be to Allah, there is no God but Allah 

and Allah is great.These four phrases are very light on the tongue, but they 

have many blessings, some of which we will mention today. 

1. They are the most beloved phrases to Allah (SWT). Imam Muslim narrated 

on the authority of Samrah Ibn Jandab that the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñThe 

most beloved words to Allah (SWT) and it doesnôt matter which you begin 

with,

2. They are the most beloved phrases to the Prophet (PBUH). On the authority 

of Abu-Hurraira (RAA), he said that the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñFor me to say 

"   дϝϳϡЂ (Allah is free from imperfection), ύ ϹгϳЮϜм (all praise is due to Allah), 

   ъϖ йЮϖ ъм (there is no true god except Allah) and ϽϡЪϒ м (Allah is the 

Greatest)' is more beloved to me than anything over which the sun rises.ò 

3. These words cause oneôs sins to be forgiven, Al-Tirmidthi narrated that Amr 

Ibn Al-Aaas said, the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñWhoever says: ñ ύ ϹгϳЮϜм  дϝϳϡЂ

ϽϡЪϒ м  ъϖ йЮϖ ъмò Will be forgiven his sins even if it were the size of the foam 

in the sea.ò In Another Hadeath Anas bin Malik narrated that the Prophet 

(PBUH) passed by a tree with dry leaves, so he hit it with his stick, making the 

leaves fall. Then he said: ñIndeed, óall praise is due to Allah, (Al-

amdulillǕhh)ô óglory be to Allah, (SubǕn AllǕh)ô ónone has the right to be 

worshipped but Allah, (LǕ IlǕha IllallǕh)ô and óAllah is the greatest (AllǕhu 

Akbar)ô cause the sins to fall from the worshipper, just as the leaves of this tree 

fall.ò 

4. They are the best words. The Prophet (PBUH) said: ñFour phrases, they are 

the best words, they are from the Quran and it does not matter with which you

5. These words are the seeds of Janna, on the authority of Abdullah ibn Masud, 

who said: the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñI met Prophet Ibraheem on the night of 

Israa, and he said to me, Oh Muhammad, pass my regards to your ummah and 

tell them that the Janna has a blessed soil, pure water and its seeds are ñ  дϝϳϡЂ

6. From their blessings is that they are a shield against hellfire to those who 

repeat them often. Abu Hurraira (RAA) narrated that the Prophet (PBUH) said: 

ñTake your protectionò, the sahaba said: ñfrom our enemies?ò He said; ñno but 

from the hellfire, say: ñϽϡЪϒ м  ъϖ йЮϖ ъм ύ ϹгϳЮϜм  дϝϳϡЂò Indeed these words 

come on the Day of Judgment and save from hellfire and they are of the deeds 

that will remain.ò 

7. Theses phrases are blessings that circle the throne of Allah (SWT) making a 

sound like the humming of bees. The Prophet (PBUH) said: ñwhat you say 

from ñ  дϝϳϡЂϽϡЪϒ м  ъϖ йЮϖ ъм ύ ϹгϳЮϜм  come on the Day of Judgment 

orbiting Allahôs throne, humming like bees of those who said them, and they 

are the savers from hellfire and the good deeds that remain.ò 

8. These words were chosen by Allah (SWT) for His slaves and He promised 

big rewards for them. On the authority of Abu-Hurraira (RAA) that the Prophet 

(PBUH) said: ñAllah (SWT) has chosen amongst all the words, the words 

of ϽϡЪϒ м  ъϖ йЮϖ ъм ύ ϹгϳЮϜм  дϝϳϡЂ Whosoever says  дϝϳϡЂ will be given 

twenty rewards and 20 of his sins will be forgiven, whoever says  ъϖ йЮϖ ъ 
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shall have the same, and whoever saysϽϡЪϒ  will also have the same. Whoever 

says  еугЮϝЛЮϜ Ϟϼ ύ ϹгϳЮϜfrom himself, will be given 30 rewards and 30 of his sins 

will be forgiven.ò 

9. From their blessings as well is that they are heavy on the scales of the slave 

on the Day of Judgement. The Prophet (PBUH) said: ñOh how heavy are they 

on the scales, ϽϡЪϒ м  ъϖ йЮϖ ъм ύ ϹгϳЮϜм  дϝϳϡЂfor a righteous son or daughter 

who dies and the believer anticipates the rewards from Allah (SWT) and is 

patient.ò 

10. They have the rewards of sadaqa. Imam Muslim narrated that some people 

from amongst the companions of the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) came to him 

and said: ñO Messenger of Allah, the rich have taken away (all the) reward.  

They observe prayer as we do; they keep the fast as we keep, and they give 

sadaqa out of their extra wealth.ò Upon this he (PBUH) said: ñHas Allah not 

prescribed for you way by following which you can (also) do sadaqa? In every 

declaration of the glorification of Allah (i. e. saying Subhan Allah) there is a 

sadaqa, and every Takbir (i. e. saying Allah-O-Akbar) is a sadaqa, and every 

praise of His (saying al-Hamdu Lillah) is a sadaqa and every declaration that 

He is One (La illha ill-Allah) is a sadaqa, and enjoining of good is a sadaqa, 

and forbidding of that which is evil is a sadaqa, and in man's sexual intercourse 

(with his wife) there is a sadaqa.ò The companions said: ñO Messenger of 

Allah, is there reward for the one who satisfies his sexual need among us?ò He 

said: ñdo you not see that if he were to act upon his desire in an unlawful 

manner then he would be deserving of punishment? Likewise, if he were to act 

upon it in a lawful manner then he will be deserving of a reward.ò 

It was narrated from Jabir (RAA) that the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) said: 

ñWhoever says Subhan Allah il óazeem wa bi hamdihi (Glory and praise be to 

Allah, the Almighty), a palm tree will be planted for him in Paradise.ò  

12. Abdullah ibn AbuAwfa narrated that a man came to the Prophet 

(PBUH) and said: I cannot memorise anything from the Qur'an: so teach 

me something which is sufficient for me. He said: ñSay Glory be to 

Allah, and praise be to Allah, and there is no god but Allah, and Allah is 

most great, and there is no might and no strength but in Allah.ò He said: 

Messenger of Allah, this is for Allah, but what is for me? He said: ñSay: 

O Allah have mercy on me, and sustain me, and keep me well, and guide 

me.ò When he stood up, he made a sign with his hand (indicating that he 

had earned a lot). The Messenger of Allah (PBUH) said: ñHe has filled 

his hand with virtues.ò 

Dear Muslims: 
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These words are few and they are easy to say, but their reward is great, 

especially when the tongue says them and the heart is devout, and full of 

khoshooô. So be sure to say them as often as you can.

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Dear brothers and sisters in Islam: 

It was narrated form Ali ibn AbuTalib that he said: the last words which the 

Messenger of Allah (PBUH) spoke were: ñPrayer, prayer and fear Allah about 

those whom under your authority like slaves or wife.ò Certainly, dear Muslims, 

Salat is one of the most important acts of worship in Islam.  

It is the pillar and comes directly after the shahadah.  

It is the most regular compulsory action in a Muslimôs life.  

We fast just one month a year; we must give Zakah once a year; and Hajj is 

only once a life time. However, prayer is the one act that must be fulfilled at 

least five times a day, regardless of the circumstance.  

Salat is the title of Islam.  

The Prophet (PBUH) said: ñThere is nothing different between a Muslim and a 

non-Muslim except performing prayers.ò Moreover, we know that Allah makes 

the prayers a source of happiness and refuge for the distressed. The Prophet 

(PBUH) said: ñI find most comfort in prayer.ò He would also say, ñO Bilal, 

give us comfort by calling iqamah for prayer.ò 

It is the only obligation that does not exempt any Muslim from performing it, 

man or woman, in settling down or in travelling, in sickness or in health, in 

poverty or in wealth.  Every sane, adult Muslim is responsible for performing 

prayers. 

Dear Muslims: 

Our talk today is not about the five daily compulsory prayers. Alhamdulillah, 

most Muslims are good at keeping those.  

Our talk, instead, is about the optional nawafel.  

These are the prayers, which are performed either before or after the 

compulsory ones, and which we know from the Sunnah that the Prophet 

(PBUH) used to perform regularly.  

Unfortunately, a lot of Muslims today are not good at keeping up with the 

nawafel.   

We know that they are important because they complement the compulsory 

prayers if there is a deficiency or shortcoming on the Day of Judgment.  

Today, dear brothers and sisters, we will talk about three things: 

1. The virtue and importance of the daily nawafel. 

2. The number of nawafel. 

3. And the timings of the different ones. 

Dear Muslims: 

With regard to the virtue of the nawafel, we know that they get us closer to 

Allah (SWT). It was narrated that the Prophet (PBUH) said: Do lots of Sojood 

for the sake of Allah, for you will not make one Sajdah without raising you a 

degree because of it, and removing a sin from you, because of it. 
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And they are the path for gaining the love and pleasure of Allah (SWT).  

It was narrated in the Hadith Qudsi: that Allah (SWT) says ñMy slave keeps on 

coming closer to me through performing Nawafil, till I love him. When I love 

him I become his hearing with which he hears, his sight with which he sees, his 

hand with which he strikes, and his leg with which he walks; and if he asks 

(something) from Me, I give him, and if he asks My Protection (refuge), I 

protect him.ò And the nawafel complement any shortcoming in the compulsory 

prayer.  

Of course none of us are perfect, and no Salah is free from distraction or 

mistake. In that situation, the reward from the nawafel is taken to complete and 

correct that of the faraôed or the compulsory prayers.  

The Prophet (PBUH) said: ñThe first thing about which the people will be 

called to account out of their actions on the Day of Judgment is prayer. Allah 

(SWT) will say to the angels - though He knows better: Look into the prayer of 

my slave and see whether he has offered it perfectly or imperfectly. If it is 

perfect, that will be recorded perfect. If it is imperfect, He will say: See if there 

are some optional prayers offered by my slave. If there is optional prayer to his 

credit, He will say: Compensate the obligatory prayer by the optional prayer 

for my slave. Then all the actions will be considered likewise.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

With regard to the number of nawafel prayers, they are ten or twelve rakaôat 

through the day and night. It was narrated by Ibn Omar that he said: ñI 

remember ten Rakat of Nawafil from the Prophet, two Rakat before the Zuhr 

prayer and two after it; two Rakat after Maghrib prayer in his house, and two 

Rakat after 'Isha' prayer in his house, and two Rakat before the Fajr prayer.ò 

We also have an alternative narration from Umm Habiba, which tells us about 

twelve rakaôat, in which the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñWhoever prays twelve 

Rak'ah in a day and night, a house will be built for him in Paradise: Four 

Rak'ah before Zuhr and two Rak'ah after it, two Rak'ah after Maghrib, two 

Rak'ah after Isha, and two Rak'ah before Fajr.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

With regard to the timings of nawafel; we know that the two rakaôat before 

Salat al-Fajr are the most important.  

The Prophet (PBUH) said: ñThe two rak'ahs (before) Fajr are better than this 

world and everything in it.ò And in another hadith, the Prophet (PBUH) said: 

ñDo not miss out the two rak'ahs before the Fajr even if you are being driven 

away by the horses of your enemies.ò And 'A'isha reported that the Prophet 

(PBUH) was not as particular about observing the nawafel as much as two 

rak'ahs of Fajr. 
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He (PBUH) used to pray the two rakaôat of Fajr, every day while travelling 

and while settled; in war and in peace.  

It is from the Sunnah that they are two light rakaôat immediately before Fajr, 

but not before the time of Fajr has entered. If you miss them before, then you 

can pray them afterwards, even if it means praying them after sunrise. It was 

also narrated by ôAisha that ñThe Messenger of Allah (PBUH) used to perform 

two Rakôah before Fajr, and he used to say: óthe best two Surah to recite in the 

two Rakôah of Fajr are: ñAl-Kafirunò and Al-Ikhlas.ò  

Secondly, there are different narrations for the nawafel of Dhuhr. Some have 

reported two before it and two after, as is narrated by Bukhari from the 

narration of Ibn Omar that we mentioned.  

But it is also correct to pray two before and four after or even four before and 

four after. It was narrated that he (PBUH) said: ñWhoever prays four rakaôat 

before Dhuhr and four after it, then the hellfire will be forbidden to touch his 

faceò.  

Thirdly,  the sunna of Maghrib is to pray two rakôat after it.  

And it is also recommended that we recite Al-Kafiroon and Al-Ikhlas, the same 

as we do for the two rakaôat of Fajr. And it is also commendable to pray two 

rakaôat after Ishaa.  

Dear Muslims: 

One of the important nawafel that we havenôt mentioned yet is that of witr. The 

Prophet (PBUH) said: ñAllah is Witr (single, odd) and loves what is witr. So 

perform witr prayer. O followers of Qur'an, observe the witr.ò And it was 

narrated by Ibn Omar that the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñMake witr your last 

prayer at night.ò The timing of witr is any time from Isha until Fajr. It has to be 

an odd number of rakaôat but can be five, three or even one. It was narrated by 

Abu Ayub Al-Ansari that the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñ'Witr is a duty, so 

whoever wants to pray witr with five rak'ahs let him do so, whoever wants to 

pray witr with three, let him do so; and whoever wants to pray witr with one, 

let him do so. " 

Dear Muslims: 

The last nafila that we will talk about today is that of Duha. The Prophet 

(PBUH) said: ñWhen you get up in the morning, charity is due from every one 

of your joints. There is charity in every Subhana Allah; there is charity in every 

Allahu Akbar; there is charity in every Alhamdulillah; there is charity in every 

La ilaha illa Allah; there is charity in enjoining good; there is charity in 

forbidding evil. He (PBUH) added On top of that, praying two Rak`ahôs of 

Duha is equal to all of this in reward.).ò Salat Al-duha can be prayed from 

about fifteen minutes after sunrise and until Salat al-Dhuhr.  

Dear Muslims:  
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It is best of you pray the compulsory Faraôed in the mosque. 

And you can pray the nawfel at the Masjed as well as Imam Al-bokhary 

narrated from ibn omar he (RAA) said: I offered with the Prophet (PBUH) two 

rak`at before Zuhr and two rak`at after; two rak`at after Maghrib, `Isha' and the 

Jumua prayers. Those of the Maghrib and `Isha' were offered in his house. 

 But it is much better to perform nawafel at home.  

He (PBUH) said: ñWhen you have finished your (Fard) Salat (prayer) in the 

mosque, you should observe some of your (Sunnah and Nawafil) Salat at 

home; Allah will bless your homes because of your Salat (in your homes)ò. 

I pray to Allah (SWT) to help us keep our faraôed and nawafel and reward us 

for them. Ameen.

   Mind your own business 

All praises are due to Allah, we praise Him and ask Him His support, we seek 

His Guidance, we ask Him for Forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from 

the evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him a right.   

I testify that there is no god except Allah, Alone without any partner. He gives 

life and causes death. He has power over all things, and I testify that 

Mohammed is His servant and messenger, the best of His creation, and His 

most beloved. He delivered the message, fulfilled the trust, advised the nation, 

removed the darkness from it, and he strove in the path of the religion until his 

death.  May Allah's Blessings and peace be upon him, his family, his 

companions, and those who followed his guidance until the Day of Judgment. 

Dear Muslims: 

In Sahih Muslim, there is a hadith on the authority of Abu Hurairah that 

describes the great reward for those people who complete and ñperfectò their 

Islam. He (PBUH) said: ñWhen one of you perfects his Islam, then every good 
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deed that he performs is magnified and recorded in his account as ten to seven 

hundred good deeds, and each sin that he commits is recorded as a single one.ò 

And from the ways to perfect our Iman (faith) is to leave the things do not 

concern us. Therefore our topic today is about a great hadith, in which the 

Prophet (PBUH) guides us to an issue which leads to improving the fabric of 

society, regardless of place and time. 

Abu Hurayrah relates that Allahôs Messenger (PBUH) said: ñFrom the 

perfection of a personôs Islam is his leaving alone what does not concern him.ò 

[al-Tirmidhî] 

This hadeeth states that a believer should avoid things that are of no concern to 

him. They are of no benefit to this life or to the hereafter, in terms of belief, 

speech or actions. Ibn Rajab (RAA) said that this hadith is a foundation of 

manners, behaviour and etiquette in Islam. He also said that there are three 

other hadiths which set the main standards for good manners and behaviour. 

They are: 

1. The hadith of the Prophet (PBUH) when he said: "Let him who 

believes in Allah and the Last Day either speak good or keep 

silent,"[Bukhari and Muslim]. 

2. The hadith of the Prophet (PBUH) when a man said to him: O 

Rasul-Allah, advise me. He (PBUH) said: ñDo not become angryò. 

The man repeated [his request] several times, and the Prophet (PBUH) 

said: ñDo not become angry.ò[Al-Bukhari]. 

3. The hadith of the Prophet (PBUH) when he said: ñNone of you 

[truly] believes until he wishes for his brother what he wishes for 

himself.ò 

Dear brothers and sisters: 

Islam protects society as a whole from any kind of harm. Much of the harm 

caused in society today is because of people interfering in the affairs of others 

when one has no right or responsibility over the particular issue. These types of 

practices can lead to breakdown in peopleôs relationships with one another. The 

believer should train himself to concentrate to be involved in the beneficial 

matters so that this in itself will be the person's attitude. Do not waste time, 

money and effort in things that are of no benefit in this life or the hereafter.   

Dear Muslims: 

An important question which arises from this hadith is: What in particular 

should we concern ourselves with? Answering this question will enable us to 

practice the hadith in the right manner. 

The slave has many obligations that he is ordered to do, and these are divided 

over both the day and the night. If a person wastes his time with other things, 
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then he will not have enough time to fulfil all his obligations and duties. The 

obligations take more time than we have.  

There are the five daily prayers, there is the sunna which the Prophet (PBUH) 

did, there is the jamaôa prayer in the mosque, there is reading the Quran and 

studying tafseer and seera of the Prophet (PBUH). There is also the dhikr that 

we are ordered to say, there is bringing up our children, seeking knowledge, 

seeking a permissible source of income, helping the poor, visiting relatives and 

friends and many other things about which we will be asked on the day of 

judgement. 

If we think about all these many things, then we will see that they can take up 

double the amount of time that we have, so how can any sane person leave all 

these things and concern himself with other things which do not benefit and 

may even harm him. 

Dear Muslims: 

The Prophet (PBUH) informs us in this hadith, that if a person wishes to 

perfect or complete his Islam, then he should not busy himself with things that 

are not related to him, nor with things that could not benefit him whether in this 

life or the next. Our lives are too short for us to be able to do things that benefit 

us, let alone waste time with things that are of no concern to us. 

Dear Muslims: 

There are people who are always busy with watching TV shows and films, 

following the news of celebrities and trying to copy their lifestyles. They waste 

their time in the search of knowledge that they will not be asked about, in this 

life or in the hereafter. This also means that they do not have enough time to 

follow the news and read about the righteous that we have been ordered to 

follow. 

Dear Muslims: 

Unfortunately, we find many of our youth today, if you asked them about any 

singer, footballer or a celebrity, then they can tell every detail about them but 

they do not know any of the Sahaba or even about the Prophet (PBUH)ôs life. 

We also find that some people spend their time with the news of people around 

them, asking about them, not out of brotherhood, but out of nosiness and love 

for gossip, asking about things that do not concern them, like how much money 

he earns on a weekly or monthly basis? Does he own his house? What car he 

drives and so on. These questions often lead to envy and backbiting which are 

both prohibited in Islam. 

Dear Muslims: 

The acts of worship and duties that we are ordered to do are many, and any 

sane person should busy himself with what he will be asked about on the day 

of judgement by Allah (SWT). One of the scholars said: A person is not able to 
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take care of all the necessary matters, why would he then get involved in the 

unnecessary matters that are of no real concern. 

Let every one of us know that on the Day of Judgement we will be asked about 

our lives, what we spent them on, and our youth, what we did with it. So let us 

all spend our time in things that will benefit us in this life and on the day of 

judgement; things that will bring us closer to Allah (SWT). 

Dear Muslims: 

Allah (SWT) mentions in the holy Qurôan that there is no good in most of what

I ask Allah (SWT) to make us of those who do not concern themselves with 

what does not benefit us and to make us always busy with all things beneficial 

and to bless our time and lives. Ameen

All praises are due to Allah, we praise Him and ask Him His support, we seek 

His Guidance, we ask Him for Forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from 

the evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him a right.   

I testify that there is no god except Allah, Alone without any partner. He gives 

life and causes death. He has power over all things, and I testify that 

Mohammed is His servant and messenger, the best of His creation, and His 

most beloved. He delivered the message, fulfilled the trust, advised the nation, 

removed the darkness from it, and he strove in the path of the religion until his 
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death.  May Allah's Blessings and peace be upon him, his family, his 

companions, and those who followed his guidance until the Day of Judgment. 

Dear Muslims: 

We should read about the nations of the past in order to learn about them and 

take lessons from their lives. Some stories that we hear are about righteous 

people and the good lives that they lived. How they were useful and beneficial 

to their community, and how Allah has rewarded them in this world in terms of 

how we all remember them and speak highly of them and the great reward that 

awaits them in Jannah inshAllah. 

Then there are stories of those who did wrong and spread corruption in the 

earth. How they did wrong and hurt the creation of Allah, and their disgraceful 

end and what awaits them in the hereafter. The stories that we hear or read 

about are not always one hundred percent true. These stories are narrated to us 

according to the inclination of the narrator. If the person narrating the story is 

someone who likes a criminal or a wrong doer, then he will describe the people 

who do evil and corruption in the earth as if they were heroes or people to be 

admired. He will describe the evil one as an angel who has done no wrong. 

And if the person narrating the story is someone who hates the person in it, 

they will describe them as being evil in every way, even if they were not really 

like that. 

So if we want to read stories and take lessons from them, then there are no 

stories which are more truthful than those mentioned by Allah in the Quran. 

The Quran is the word of Allah which has no lies in it. And Allah is the one 

who knows everything, open or secret, and nothing is hidden from him. He

Today we will talk about one of these stories mentioned in the Quran, however 

we must remember that the reason Allah mentions stories is so that we take 

lessons from them.  

This story is about some people who had a garden or an orchard planted with 

trees. Their story is mentioned in Surat al-Qalam, starting from verse 17

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So what is the story of the owners of the garden? 

Ibn Abbas said about these verses: There was a righteous man who lived in a 

village in Yemen. He had an orchard of grape trees. This man was very 

generous and would help the poor and needy. It was his habit that every year at 

the time of harvest he would announce that tomorrow is the day of harvest and 

everyone who is needy or poor should come to the orchard and take his share. 

He divided the entire harvest into three portions: One third he would sell, one 

third he would give to the poor and one third he would keep for himself and his 

family.  

So every year the poor and needy would wait impatiently for the day of the 

harvest, knowing that they would have a share in this righteous manôs wealth.  

And because of his good deeds and giving in charity his garden was blessed 

and would increase in fruits every year.  

This man had five children, and they were not happy with what their father was 

doing. They would always ask him to stop giving a third of his wealth in 

charity. They would say that they had more right to his wealth and if he 

stopped giving it to charity then they would all be the richest people in the 

whole village but the father did not listen to them. Out of all five of his 

children only one of them was pleased with what his father was doing.  

One year, with just a few days before the harvest season this pious man fell ill. 

His orchard was full of fruits and the poor and needy were waiting for the day 

of the harvest, but just before that day came the man passed away.  

On the day before the harvest day the manôs children went out to the garden to 

inspect the fruits. They were pleased with how much there was, and then 

shaitaan whispered to them. They thought to themselves that this year we will 

not give a single fruit to the poor. The oldest amongst them suggested it, saying 

ñour father had become old, and his mind was not well, now let us all gather 

together and agree that we will not give anything of this wealth away. We will 

divide it amongst us and each one of us can do with his share as he wishes. By 

doing this we will increase in our wealth and status.ò 

So they planned to wake early in the morning and to harvest the fruit before 

any of the poor had arrived. They all agreed to this, except for one of them who 

said, óyou think that this is a good idea, but in fact it is an evil idea.ô So he told 

them to fear Allah and follow in the footsteps of their father, but they ignored 

his advice and did as they wanted.  

Dear Muslims: 

The Quran tells us how they planned to prevent the poor from taking their right 

that their father would give them. They forgot, just like many of us forget, that 

Allah is the one who gives. They forgot that if you give to charity, then Allah 

blesses you in your wealth and increases your wealth.  
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Giving charity increases your wealth, as the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñWealth is 

not diminished by giving (in charity).ò So during the night while everyone was 

asleep and unaware of what was happening, Allah sent a fire upon the garden 

and burnt it down. Everything was destroyed; the trees, fruits, everything 

completely burnt. Allah says in the Quran:

ñA disaster from your Lord hit the garden as they slept and in the morning it 

was black, like a pitch dark night.ò 

The brothers woke up early in the morning, hoping to take their wealth before 

everyone woke up. They crept quietly towards their garden, being careful not 

to make any noise. Allah says in the Quran: 

ñAnd they called out to each other in the morning: óHurry to your cultivated 

land if you mean to harvest (its produce)!ô So they went off speaking to each 

other in a very low voice: óMake sure no poor person enters the garden 

today!ôAnd they went, ready to harvest.ò 

Now imagine their shock and surprise when they saw the entire orchard with 

its fruits that had been so plentiful the day before completely burnt to the 

ground. It was all destroyed and they had nothing at all. They probably thought 

when they saw the orchard that they were in the wrong place.  

But when the sun appeared they realised it was indeed their orchard, and this 

was a punishment from Allah because of what they had intended to do. The 

one brother who advised them not to be greedy said ódid I not say to you why 

not glorify Allah?ô Did I not tell you to carry on what your father had started?  

They wanted to deprive the slaves of Allah of the good from the orchard, so 

Allah deprived them of His bounty. The brothers felt regret and realised their 

mistake. They said as the Quran mentioned: ñThey said: "Glory be to Allah! 

Verily we have been doing wrong!" Then they started blaming one another, 

they said: óindeed we were transgressors. Perhaps Allah will grant us better 

than it. We repent to him and we turn to him with hope.ò 

Allah accepted their repentance and replaced their orchard with a better one 

and they continued the good deed that their father used to do.  

Dear Muslims: 

What happened to these brothers is something that happens to a lot of us. Allah 

has blessed us with wealth, and we give in charity, but when Allah increases 

our wealth, we donôt increase in our charity. We become greedy and give less 

or stop altogether. We think that all of the wealth belongs to us. If our wealth 

was to disappear what would be left? Nothing but regret that we didnôt give in 

charity.   

Dear brothers and sisters: 

In this story are a number of lessons that we can learn:

Firstly,  the wealth that we have is Allahôs. If you spend from Allahôs wealth, 

then He will bless you and give you more of it. 

Secondly, giving in charity protects your wealth.  

Thirdly,  giving in charity only increases your wealth and will result in you 

gaining the supplications of the angels.  

The Prophet (PBUH) said: "Everyday two angels descend and one of them 

says, 'O Allah! Compensate (more) to the person who gives in charity; while 

the other one says, 'O Allah! Destroy the wealth of the one who withholds 

charity."  

And finally,  after committing a mistake, if we regret and turn to Allah 

sincerely in repentance, then Allah will accept our repentance and give us in 

return better than what we had before, just like the brothers in the story.  

We pray to Allah that he makes us from those who benefit and learn from the 

stories of the Qurôan and to guide and bless us all. Ameen.

Backbiting 

All praises are due to Allah, we praise Him and ask Him His Aid, we seek His 

Guidance, we ask Him for Forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from the 

evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him. 

I testify that there is no god except Allah, Alone without any partner. He gives 

life and causes death. He has power over all things, and I testify that 

Mohammed is His servant and messenger, the best of His creation, and His 

most beloved, he delivered the message, fulfilled the trust, advised the nation, 

removed the darkness from it, and he strove in the path of the religion until his 
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death.  May Allah's Blessings and peace be upon him, his family, his 

companions, and those who followed his guidance until the Day of Judgment. 

Dear brothers and sisters: 

Our topic today is about a very dangerous social disease, which has spread 
among most of us today; it is backbiting and gossip. Allah (SWT) said:

The prophet (PBUH) said: ñA person who gossips about his Muslim brothers 

and sisters will not enter paradiseò. 

Allah (SWT) has commanded us to be united, He (SWT) says:

ñAnd hold fast, all of you together, to the Rope of Allah, and do not be divided 

among yourselves. And remember Allahôs favour on you, for you were 

enemies one to another but He joined your hearts together, so that, by His 

Grace, you became brothers.ò 

Indeed, one major cause of our division today is backbiting and gossip. 

Dear Muslims: 

What does backbiting mean? What is the punishment for backbiting? How can 

a Muslim repent from backbiting? And what is the duty of a Muslim when he 

hears backbiting against his Muslim brother? 

The definition of backbiting was given to us by the prophet (PBUH) when he 

said to his companions: ñDo you know what backbiting is?ô they replied: 

óAllah and his Messenger know bestô He (PBUH) said: óIt is saying something 

about your brother which he would dislikeô. Then someone asked: óWhat if I 

say something about my brother which is true?ô The prophet (PBUH) then 

replied; óIf what you say about him is true, it is backbiting and if it is not true 

then you have slandered himò.  

Dear Muslims: 

Allah (SWT) has described whoever backbites his brother as eating flesh from 

his dead body. Allah (SWT) says:

ñAnd do not spy, nor backbite one another. Would one of you like to eat the 

flesh of his dead brother? You would hate it. And fear Allah. Verily, Allah is 

the One Who forgives and accepts repentance, Most Merciful.ò 

It was also narrated that The Prophet (PBUH) was sitting one day with his 

companions and one of them was speaking badly about someone who wasnôt 

there. As the man got up to leave, the Prophet (PBUH) said to him: ñPick and 
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clean Your Teeth!ò ñThe man said but I havenôt eaten anything.ò the Prophet 

ñ(PBUH) said ñNo, you have eaten the flesh of your brotherò. 

Also it was narrated that two of the Prophetôs companions once criticized a 

man who had been punished for committing adultery. The Prophet (PBUH) at 

the time was travelling and he passed by a dead donkey. So, he said: ñWhere 

are those two people? Get down and eat from the flesh of this donkey!ò They 

said: ñO Prophet of Allah! Who would eat this?ò He said: ñWhat the two of 

you did by insulting the honour of your brother is far worse than eating from 

this.ò  

Dear Muslims: 

Backbiting and gossip are some of the causes for a Muslim to be tortured in his 

grave, and also a cause of losing rewards of good deeds. Ibn óAbbaas narrated 

that the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) passed by two graves and said, ñThey are 

being punished, but they are not being punished for anything that was difficult 

to avoid. One of them is being punished because of backbiting, and the other 

for not shielding himself from urine when passing urine.ò  

Backbiting and gossip are causes of torture in the grave, and also a cause of 

losing rewards of good deeds. Abu-Huraira narrated that the prophet (PBUH) 

asked his companions: óDo you know who is the bankruptô. The companions 

replied that the bankrupt is one who has no money or property. The prophet 

(PBUH) then said óA bankrupt from among you is the one who will come on 

the day of judgement with a good record of prayers, fasting and Zakat. But also 

he abused somebody; slandered someone; stole the property of another, or 

killed someone. Then all the oppressed people will receive parts of his good 

rewards. Until all his good rewards are finished. Their sins will be put on his 

own record, and then he will be thrown in the hell fire.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

Backbiting is also one of the reasons for severe punishment on the Day of 

Judgement. The prophet (PBUH) said: ñOn the night of Israaô and Miraaj I 

passed by some people who had copper nails and they were scratching their 

faces and their chests with them. I asked Jebril: óWho are these people?ô He 

said; óThey are being punished because they used to eat peopleôs flesh in their 

lives, i.e. used to backbite and insult others.ò 

The Prophet (PBUH) also said: ñO people who have believed by their tongues, 

and belief did not enter their hearts, do not back-bite Muslims, and do not 

search for their faults, for if anyone searches for their faults, Allah will search 

for his fault, and if Allah searches for the fault of anyone, He disgraces him in 

the open for everyone to see, even if he hid it in the innermost part of his 

house.ò 

Dear Muslims: 
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If  anyone has committed any kind of backbiting, slander or gossip they have to 

repent and pray to Allah for forgiveness and that is between them and Allah. If 

you know that any of your words have reached the person about whom you 

were talking, then you should go to him and ask him to forgive you.  

But if you do not know, then you should not tell him; rather you should pray 

for forgiveness for him and make duôaaô for him, and speak well of him in his 

absence just as you spoke against him.  

The Messenger of Allah (PBUH) said: ñWhoever has wronged his brother with 

regard to his honour or anything else, let him seek his forgiveness today, before 

there will be no dinar and no dirham, and if he has any good deeds to his credit 

they will be taken from him in a manner equal with the wrong he did, and if he 

has no good deeds, then some of his bad deeds will be taken and added to his 

burden.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

If a person does not have the courage to speak out of defence of his brother 

against malicious tongues, the least he can do is to withdraw from such 

company until they turn to some other topic; otherwise he will be like them. 

The prophet (PBUH) said: ñIf a Muslim defends his brotherôs honour in his 

absence, Allah will protect his face from the fire of Hell on the Day of 

Resurrection.ò.  

Dear Brothers and sisters: 

There are exceptional circumstances in which speaking behind our brothersô 

backs is permissible; provided that one aims, by using it, to achieve a 

religiously sound purpose that cannot be achieved except through backbiting. 

This can occur in five cases as follows:  

1: a person who was unjustly treated. He can go to whoever is in position to 

remove the injustice, like a judge or leader, and talk about how the other person 

took away his rights. The point here, then, is that complaining to someone who 

is able to remove the injustice, is not considered backbiting. 

2, asking for fatwa, from a person with knowledge. In such a request, he might 

mention things that happened between him and somebody else. Some of the 

things might not be good. But, Islam allows you to mention them as long as 

your intention is to know the ruling in those matters.  

 

3, advising the Muslims about what is good for them in their daily life. For 

example, if somebody asks you about a man or women whom they intend to 

marry or take as partner in business, you are required to tell what you know 

about him in terms of his suitability for what you are asked about.

4, warning Muslims and raising their awareness of the enemies of Islam, 

especially if the enemies are from inside, such as they might be Muslims but 

they work, think, and plan against Islam.  

5. and the last case in which Muslims are allowed to talk about others, without 

considering it as backbiting, is when you identify someone as a blind, deaf, and 

handicapped person, as a way of describing them without meaning any insult 

or degradation. The objective is to identify them as they are known. However, 

if we can avoid mentioning their handicap, and finding other ways to identify 

them, such as a name, then this would be better.

You will be asked about the source of your wealth, and where you spent it, and 

your deeds.  

Do you think of the Hell Fire 

and the punishment in it? Do you do what brings you closer to Paradise and 

takes you away from Hell Fire? 

Dear Muslims:   

Do you pray the obligatory prayers i.e. the five daily prayers in their due times? 

The prayers that Allah (SWT) accepts no excuses for not doing them; Allah 

(SWT) has commanded you to pray them no matter whether you are healthy or 

sick, resident or travelling, in peace or in war? Do you do the prayers regularly 

or are they the last thing you think of?  

You always say that you are a Muslim, so what is the sign that tells that you are 

a Muslim if you donôt pray? Donôt you know that the Prophet (PBUH) said: 

ñThe difference between us and nonbelievers is praying, whoever abandons

Do you regularly read the Holy Quran to light up your heart and your house? If 

you donôt know how to read Arabic, learn it, or at least listen to the Quran 

instead of listening to music and songs. 

Dear Muslims:   

Regarding your duties towards your family, ask yourself where do you feed 

them from?  Is it from Halal or from Haram? If it is from Halal, then surely 

Allah (SWT) will bless your wealth and your family.  

But if it is from Haram then get ready for the punishment of Allah (SWT). 

same scholar said: ñIf Allah (SWT) is angry with one of his slaves, He gives 

him from Haram sources, and if he gets even angrier he multiplies his wealth to 

double his punishment on the Day of Judgementò.

What is your relationship towards your children in these countries that donôt 

know Islam and donôt teach its manners in their schools?  

Do you sit down with them daily correcting their belief and teaching them 

Behaviour and the Holy Quran?  

Do you know their friends? Or are you too busy working hard to get them 

wealth that can later become a disaster for them?

What is your relationship towards your parents, do you love them, and take 

care of them if they live near to you, and visit them regularly to make sure they 

are all right, or have you become too busy for that? And if they have died, do 

you remember them in your prayers, and pray for them, so that when you die 

your children can pray for you? Do you want your children to treat you when 

you get old the same way you treat your parents today? 

Dear Muslims:   

What is your relationship towards your fellow Muslims? Do you visit the sick 

and help the needy? Do you care for the Muslim community, or do you only 

care for yourself? 

Dear Muslims:   

I only want to remind you and myself of our duties towards our lives in this 

country. Following advice today gives you the opportunity to correct your 

mistakes and to return to the teachings of Islam; it is much better than being 

judged on the day of resurrection, where there will be no chances of 

repentance.

Dear Muslims: 

Firstly: some facts that must be known about the status of women in Islam.  

These facts are:  

Mankind has known no religion or civilization that beautifully and perfectly 

takes care of women as Islam does.  

Islam spoke about women and recognized her position; gave her high 

estimation and made her enjoy honourable personality, established rights and 

recognized duties. 

Dear Muslims:  
Islam regards women as the half of all mankind.  

Both man and woman were created from a single origin so that each will 

complement the other and each will find comfort in the other in this world. The 

Messenger of Allah said, ñWomen are the twins of men.ò 

 In the teachings of Islam, woman is like man in all Islamic obligations and 

their consequences. Allah says:

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Islam has greatly honoured women, and given them their rights from the 

oppression of ignorance in the past. 

Islam safeguards the rights of women from early childhood and enjoins being 

kind to her.  

The Messenger of Allah (PBUH) said, ñWhoever takes care of two girls until 

they reach adulthood - me and him or her will be together like these two 

fingers (meaning in Paradise).ò And he (PBUH) joined his two fingers.   

Islam protects her rights as a mother, orders that she should be accorded honor 

and be given special attention. 

 A man came to the Prophet (PBUH) and said, ñO Messenger of Allah! Whom 

shall I treat with most kindness?ò The Prophet said, ñYour mother.ò The man 

said, ñThen who?ò He replied, ñYour motherò The man again said, ñThen 

who?ò The Prophet answered, ñYour mother.ò The man said, ñThen who?ò The 

Prophet then said, ñYour father.ò  

 Islam also acknowledges the rights of the woman as a wife. The Prophet 

(PBUH) said, ñThe best among you are those who treat their wives best.ò  

Islam protects her rights as a sister and as an aunt.  

 The Prophet said, ñWhoever has three daughters or three sisters, or two 

daughters or two sisters, and takes good care of them and fears Allah with 

regard to them, will enter Paradise.ò  

 Even when she is a stranger, Islam enjoins that she should be assisted. 

 The Prophet said, ñThe one who takes care of the widows and the poor has 

equal reward to a fighter for the sake of Allah or one who performs prayer all 

night.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

Secondly: Let us remind the Muslim sisters with some things: 

Oô My sisters: Remember that you are Muslim, you believe in Allah (SWT) as 

the God, the creator and the provider, and to him alone is worship and 

obedience.  

Only Allah (SWT) should be feared, and only Allah (SWT) should be asked. 

You also believe in the prophet Muhammad (PBUH) as a prophet and a 

messenger from Allah (SWT), and he is an example for all Muslim males and 

females.  

You also believe in the Quran as The Holy book from Allah (SWT), and that 

there is no other book that has organised the life of human beings as the Quran 

has.  

And you also believe in the day of Judgement, and you have to remember that 

everybody will come on that day alone, and will be judged alone.  

Dear Muslims: 
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Our Muslim sisters must be aware that they are not like other women who 

donôt believe in Allah (SWT), donôt have an example to follow, and donôt 

believe in the day of Judgement, women who therefore eat what they want, 

wear what they want, and do whatever else they want to do because they are 

non-Muslims. 

But you, my dear sister in Islam, are a Muslim, you believe in Allah (SWT), 

and you have to obey his commands, and you are looking forward to Paradise 

as your reward; therefore, donôt copy others and donôt make them an example 

to be followed, because you are different, you are the higher and the better. 

Oô Muslim Sisters: 

You should have a good example in Somaih the first female martyr (shaheed) 

in Islam, who sacrificed herself for the sake of Allah (SWT), and she still 

receives rewards until the day of Judgement.  

Oô My Sister: You should have an example in Khadejah bent Khouiled the 

sincere wife who supported her husband the Prophet (PBUH) with her wealth 

and herself, and believed in him when the other People disbelieved in him.  

She received a great reward when Jebreel (PBUH) once came to the Prophet 

(PBUH) and said to him: Give Khadija a greeting from Allah (SWT) and tell 

her that Allah (SWT) has prepared for her a grand Palace in Paradise. 

Oô My Sister:  

You should have a good example in Ayasha who learnt from the Prophet 

(PBUH) and taught all other Muslims. You have a responsibility to use your 

mind to teach others and to help others. 

You should have a good example in Nasebh bet Kaab who defended the 

Prophet (PBUH) in the battle of Uhud, and was not frightened by the death all 

around her. 

Oô Muslim Sisters: 

Where are the brave knights that came from the past mothers in the first 

generations of Islam who held the flag of Islam and spread it all over the world 

like OSAMAH BEN ZAED and TAREK BEN ZEAD? Isnôt there a woman 

amongst you like Al-Khansaa that made her four sons go out to fight in the 

Yarmouk battle, and they were all martyred, and when she was told about it, all 

she said was: Thanks be to Allah (SWT) who has honoured me with their 

martyring, and I ask Allah (SWT) to gather us under his mercy in Paradise. 

Oô My Sister: 

 Where are the pious children that have been brought up on praying at night? 

Children whose eyes will open at the light of dawn to find you and your 

husband standing between the hands of Allah (SWT) praying with silence all 

around you, doing what the Prophet (PBUH) said to do: he (PBUH) said: when 

a man wakes up and prays with his wife two Rakôas; they are regarded as

Oô my Sisters:

The Sahabasô wives used to accompany their husbands to the front door of 

their house saying, O Slave of Allah, Fear Allah (SWT) on us, bring us nothing 

but the pure of his sustenance and bounty. By Allah we can stand the heat of 

hunger, but we canôt stand the heat of Hell fire.  

Dear Muslim Sisters: 

Your rights exist in the shade of Islam. Your dignity is in the guidance of the 

Quran and Sunnah.  

Are you satisfied with the Muslim status nowadays?  

 Remember that responsibility falls upon man and woman together so be 

careful, take good care of yourself, your family and try to contribute to your 

community.  

 Dear Sisters, 
You are the mothers of the future generation.  

Your childrenôs eyes are always on you. If you do not pray, will your children 

pray? If you are always complaining, what do you think your children will do? 

If you waste all of your time watching television, what do you think your 

children will do? If you are always demanding things and being unsatisfied, 

what will your children do? If you do not wear Hijab, do you think your 

daughter will?

Dear Brothers and sisters in Islam: 

There are some people nowadays who talk badly about the Sahaba or the 

companions of the Prophet (PBUH). They talk about them as if they were 

ordinary people who can be criticised and judged by us. In doing so, they have 

not realised two exceptional facts about the noble sahaba.  

Firstly , the generation of the sahaba is the best of all generations, as was stated 

by the Prophet (PBUH). 

Secondly, the sahaba lived with the best of men, the Prophet (PBUH). They 

believed in him, defended him, and sacrificed their lives for the sake of his 

Message.  

Ibn Masôud said: ñAllah (SWT) looked at the hearts of His creatures and found 

the heart of Muhammad the best one. He selected it to carry His mission. He 

looked at the hearts of people and found the hearts of the Companions of the 

Prophet (PBUH) the best, and He chose them to be his supporters and to 

defend His religion.ô(Ahmad) 

It is well known that a believer has to love Allah, and he cannot obtain the love 

of Allah unless he obeys the Messenger (PBUH) and follows his teachings. 

Anyone who loves the Messenger has a duty to love those who accepted his 

message in the beginning, supported him and took part in the struggle to spread 

Islam. The people who loved the Messenger and were lucky to be loved by him 

are his Companions, the Sahaba.  

Now it is natural that the love of the Companions is a part of the love of the 

Messenger. Allah has praised them in His Book and appreciated their efforts. 

They certainly deserve our love and respect. 

Dear Muslims: 
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The companions of the Prophet (PBUH) were praised many times in the verses 

of the Holy Qurôan, and I would like to mention just some of the many noble 

characteristics of the Sahaba by mentioning some verses from the Qurôan.  

First of all , Allah (SWT) has praised all of the companions collectively, when

In this verse, Allah (SWT) tells us about some of the characteristics of the 

Sahaba, such as the fact that they were merciful amongst themselves but strong 

towards the non-believers and hypocrites. They spent most of their time in 

worship to Allah (SWT) through rukooô and sujood. They performed so much 

sujood that it left a mark on their foreheads. Then Allah (SWT) tells us that 

they look like a plant that grows and develops such a strong trunk with time 

that the nonbelievers hate it. It is this ayah, then dear brothers and sisters, that

some of our scholars such as Ahmad Ibn Hanbal, have taken as evidence that 

whoever hates the sahaba or curses them is a disbeliever.  

Dear Muslims: 

Allah (SWT) mentions in the Qurôan that the Sahaba were true men who were 

sincere in their worship in the mosques. They were keen to always stay clean 

and pure. Allah (SWT) speaks about the first Masjid built, which is the Mosque 

of Qibaaô in Medina in the verse:

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Al Imam ibn Hazm said that these verses show that all the companions of the 

Prophet (PBUH) are in Paradise inshAllah, as either they spent and fought 

before the opening, or they spent and fought after the opening, and both were 

promised paradise by Allah (SWT). 

Dear Muslims: 

There are many other verses in the Qurôan which highlight the merits of the 

Companions. The Messenger (PBUH) spoke as well about his fellow 

companions and appreciated their contribution in the cause of Allah. He 

said:ñThe best generation is my generation, then those who will come after 

them, then those who will follow them.ò 

It is a clear indication that the companions are the best of the Muslim 

community. No matter what a person does, he will never reach the status of the 

companions. The Prophet said: ñDo not abuse my companions. If one of you 

were to spend as much as the mountain of Uhud, he would still not reach one 

handful of one of my companionsô spending.ò 

He also said: ñOnly a believer will love my companions and a hypocrite will 

hate them. Whoever loves my companions, Allah will love him, and whoever 

hates my companions, Allah will hate him.ò  

It is then obligatory on every Muslim to love respect the companions and 

honour them and not to speak foul words about them. Loving them if from our 

belief and hating them is a sign of disobedience and hypocrisy.  

I pray to Allah be pleased with the companions of His Prophet and grant them 

great reward on their services to Islam. Help us to show respect to them and 

appreciate their contributions.

Abu Bakr (RAA)  

All praises are due to Allah, we praise Him and ask Him His support. We seek 

His Guidance, we ask Him for Forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from 

the evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him to the 

right way.  I testify that there is no God except Allah, Alone without any 

partner. He gives life and causes death. He has power over all things. And I 

testify that Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger, the best of His 

creation, and His most beloved, he delivered the message, fulfilled the trust, 

advised the nation, removed the darkness from it, and he strove in the path of 

the religion until his death. May Allah's Blessings and peace be upon him, his 

family, his companions, and those who have treaded his path of excellence and 

followed his guidance until the Day of Judgment.  

Dear Brothers and sisters is Islam: 

We spoke in the last Khutbah about the status of the companions of the prophet 

(PBUH). And today I would like to talk about the first of the khulafaô of the 

Prophet (PBUH), Abu Bakr As-Siddeeq. 

AbuBakr (RAA) was born two years and six months after the Prophet (PBUH). 

He was always a very close companion of the Prophet (PBUH) and he knew 

him better than anyone else. He knew how honest and upright the Prophet 

(PBUH) was. Such knowledge of the Prophet made Abu Bakr the first man to 

follow the Message of Islam.  

He was indeed the first adult male to accept Islam. The Prophet (PBUH) said "I 

called people to Islam, everybody thought over it, at least for a while, but this 

was not the case with Abu Bakr, the moment I put Islam before him, he 

accepted it without any hesitation".  

Abu Bakr (RAA) had the honour of being the only companion who 

accompanied the Prophet (PBUH) on his blessed Hijra from Makkah to 

Madinah. He took part in all the battles that the Prophet (PBUH) fought and 

did not miss a single one. Imam Muslim narrated that Ali (RAA) said I often 

heard the Prophet (PBUH) say: Abu Bakr, Umar and I came; Abu Bakr, Umar 

and I went in, Abu Bakr, Umar and I went out, etc. 

Dear Muslims: 

Abu Bakr was the only companion who led the Muslims in prayer during the 

Prophet (PBUH)'s life. During his last illness, the Prophet could no longer lead 

the prayers as he was too weak to go to the mosque. He (PBUH) therefore had 
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to choose someone to fill such an esteemed and honourable position and Abu 

Bakr was the one he chose.  

Dear Muslims: 

Abu Bakr (RAA) was a very righteous and charitable man; so much that he 

gave out his entire wealth for the sake of Allah (SWT) on two different 

occasions, once on the day of Hijrah and once during the battle of Tabuk. In 

the battle of Tabuk when the Prophet (PBUH) asked him: "Have you left 

anything for your children?" Abu Bakr responded with great faith "Allah and 

his Messenger are enough for them".  

The Prophet (PBUH) did not allow anyone else to do this. He said: Anyone 

who had a hand in supporting the message of Islam has been rewarded for it, 

except for Abu-Bakr; we leave his reward to Allah (SWT). He (PBUH) added:  

the wealth of none of you has benefited me as much as the wealth of Abu Bakr. 

Abu Bakr wept and said O messenger of Allah I and my wealth are only for 

you O messenger of Allah. How amazing is it dear brothers and sisters for 

someone to be promised such reward from Allah (SWT)?  

Dear Muslims: 

There are many Ahadith about Abu Bakr (RAA) and we will mention a few.  

Firstly,  Abu Bakr was the best person after the Prophet (PBUH). Imam 

Termthey narrated that Omar ibn Al khatab (RAA) said, "Abu Bakr is our 

master, and the best of us, and the most beloved of us to the Messenger of 

Allah 

Also Muhammad bin Al-Hanafyya the son of Ali (RAA) but not from Fatima 

said: I asked my father Ali Bin Abi-Talib, who are the best people after the 

Prophet (PBUH)? He said Abu Bakr. I asked, who then? He said then Umar. I 

said then you? He said I am only an ordinary man from amongst the Muslims. 

Secondly, Abu Bakr was the most beloved to the Prophet (PBUH). He (PBUH) 

said:  If I were to take a khalil, a close friend I would have definitely chosen 

Abu Bakr as my close friend, but he is my brother and my companion and 

Allah (SWT) has taken me as a khalil. 

Amr ibn El Ass said I asked the prophet (PBUH), "Who is the most beloved 

person to you?" He said, ñ`Aisha." I asked, "Among the men?" He said, "Her 

father." I said, "Who then?" He said, "Then `Umar bin Al-Khattab." He then 

named other men.  

Anas narrated that the messenger of Allah (PBUH) used to go out to his 

companions while they were sitting and Abu Bakr and Umar would be with 

them. No one would lift their sight towards him except Abu Bakr and Umar 

because they used to look at him and he would look at them, and they would 

smile at him and he would smile at them. 
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Abu Al-Darda' narrated: "While I was sitting with the Prophet (PBUH), Abu 

Bakr came and said, "O Allah's Messenger (PBUH)! There has been an 

argument between me and Umar. I spoke to him harshly and then I regretted 

that, and requested him to forgive me, but he refused. This is why I have come 

to you." The Prophet (PBUH) said twice, "O Abu Bakr! May Allah forgive 

you." Meanwhile, `Umar regretted (his refusal of Abu Bakr's excuse) and came 

to find him with the Prophet (PBUH). He saw that there were signs of 

displeasure on the face of the Prophet (PBUH).  When Abu Bakr saw this, he 

knelt and said twice, "O Allah's Messenger! By Allah! I was more unjust to 

him (than he to me)." The Prophet (PBUH) then said: ñleave may companion 

alone "Allah sent me to All of you but in the beginning you said (to me), 'You 

are telling a lie,' while Abu Bakr said, 'He has said the truth,' and supported me 

by himself and his money." He then said twice, "Won't you then give up 

harming my companion?" And after that nobody dared to upset Abu Bakr. 

Thirdly,  Abu Bakr did the best deeds out of all the companions. One day, the 

Prophet (PBUH) was sitting with his companions and he asked them ñwho 

among you fasted today?ò Abu Bakr (RAA) said ñI didò, he asked ñwho among 

you attended a funeral today?ò Abu Bakr (RAA) said ñI didò, he asked ñwho 

among you fed a poor person today?ò He said ñI didò, he asked ñwho among 

you visited a sick person today? He said ñI didò, he (PBUH) said: ñthese 

qualities are not combined in a man except that they will take him to Paradise.ò 

Fourthly - Abu Bakr (RAA) was the Prophet (PBUH)ôs minister on Earth. He 

(PBUH) said: ñthere is no prophet except that he has two ministers from the 

Angels and two ministers among the people of the earth. As for my two 

ministers of the heavens they are Jibril and Mikail and as for my two ministers 

of the earth they are Abu Bakr and Umar. 

Dear Muslims: 

Abu Bakr will be the first person to enter Paradise after the Prophets and 

messengers. The Prophet (PBUH) said ñJebril (PBUH) came to me and took 

me by the hand, and showed me the gate of paradise through which my 

Ummah will enter.ò Abu Bakr said, ñO messenger of Allah I wish I was with 

you when you looked upon it.ò The prophet (PBUH) said ñO Abu Bakr you 

will be the first of my Ummah to enter paradise.ò 

Abu Bakr (RAA) will be resurrected to the right of the Prophet (PBUH) on the 

Day of Judgement. Also, he and Umar will be the leaders of the people in 

Paradise, their status exceeded only by the Prophets and Messengers.  The 

prophet (PBUH) came out one day standing between Abu Bakr and Umar and 

said: ñlike this we will be resurrected on the Day of Judgment. 

Finally,  the Prophet (PBUH) has ordered us to take Abu Bakr and Umar 

(RAA) as our example.  He (PBUH) said:  ñI do not know how long I will stay 
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among you, so follow the example of these two after I am gone, and he 

(PBUH) pointed to Abu Bakr and Umar.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

During the khilafa of Abu-Bakr (RAA) after the Prophetôs death, he had many 

achievements, such as the conquests in Sham, the collection of the Qurôan into 

one book, and the upholding of the Islamic ummah as one nation. 

Dear Muslims: 

Abu-Bakr (RAA) died at the age of 63, two years after the death of the Prophet 

(PBUH) after being ill for fifteen days. Before dying, he recommended that 

Omar Ibn Al-Khattab succeeds him. After his death, it was found that his entire 

wealth was a camel and a slave. The only thawb or garment that he owned was 

donated by Him shortly before dying. 

Dear brothers and sisters: 

The main reason of this Khutba is to encourage every Muslim to love Abu-

Bakr because loving him is part of our óibadah and a way to be close to the 

prophet (PBUH)  

I pray to Allah (PBUH) to gather us with Abu-Bakr (RAA) in Paradise and to 

forgive, guide and bless us all. Ameen.

Omar Ibn Al -Khattab (RAA)  

All praises are due to Allah, we praise Him and ask Him His support. We seek 

His Guidance, we ask Him for Forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from 

the evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him to the 

right way.  I testify that there is no God except Allah, Alone without any 

partner. He gives life and causes death. He has power over all things. And I 

testify that Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger, the best of His 

creation, and His most beloved, he delivered the message, fulfilled the trust, 

advised the nation, removed the darkness from it, and he strove in the path of 

the religion until his death. May Allah's Blessings and peace be upon him, his 

family, his companions, and those who have treaded his path of excellence and 

followed his guidance until the Day of Judgment.  

Dear Brothers and sisters in Islam: 

Our khutba today is about the second khalifa who came after Abu Bakr Al-

Siddik (RAA). His rule was famous for justice and strength of the Muslim 

ummah, and there enormous expansions of the Muslim land.  

Omar was born thirteen years after the Prophet (PBUH). When he was a child 

his father was very strict and harsh on him. He used to send him into the desert 

to look after the camels with very little food and drink, so as to train him to be 

strong and patient.  

Dear Muslims: 

When the Prophet (PBUH) started preaching the message of Islam, Omar was 

one of the biggest enemies, and worked hard to destroy the message of Islam. 

The Prophet (PBUH) always used to pray and say: ñOh Allah, make Islam 

strong with the conversion of the dearest of two men to you, Omar Ibn Al-

Khattab or Amr Ibn Hisham (Abu Jahl).ò 

Then one day, Omar became determined that he must kill the Prophet (PBUH). 

Omar took his sword and headed for the Prophet (PBUH) but on his way to 

him, he met a man who told him that instead of looking for the Prophet, he 

should first go to his sister Fatima, because she and her husband had become 

Muslims. Omar was very angry at hearing this and headed for his sister. When 

he arrived, she and her husband were reading the Qurôan. He entered the house 

and hit his brother-in-law then slapped his sister. Eventually, when he calmed 

down, he read some verses from the Qurôan, and was instantly guided to the 

truth. He again headed for the Prophet (PBUH), still carrying his sword, so 

when the Muslims saw him they became very worried. 
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The Prophet (PBUH) opened the door and said to him: Oh Omar, what is it 

with you this time? Will you not stop harming us until Allah (SWT) shows you 

some punishment? Omar (RAA) replied calmly: ñI came to testify that there is 

no God but Allah and that you are his Messenger.ò On hearing this, the Prophet 

(PBUH) and the Muslims rejoiced him and welcomed him. 

Dear Muslims:  

Omar (RAA) stayed alongside the Prophet (PBUH) until it was time to migrate 

to Medina, so he migrated with the Muslims, and was beside the Prophet 

(PBUH) in all battles and all occasions.  

He (RAA) was one of the most knowledgeable companions. It was narrated 

that the Prophet (PBUH) said one day: ñI had a dream last night in which I was 

drinking from a cup of milk, until I saw the milk running through my body and 

my nails. Then I passed the cup to Omar to drink. When he (PBUH) was asked 

about the meaning, he said: the milk is knowledge.ò 

On another occasion, the Prophet (PBUH) again narrated a dream in which he 

saw many men wearing shirts. Some of them had small shirts reaching only to 

their chests, while others had even smaller ones. Omar (RAA) on the other 

hand had such a long garment that he was dragging it behind him. When the 

Prophet (PBUH) was asked about the meaning, he said: the garment is deen, or 

religion. 

Dear Muslims: 

Omar (RAA) was very strong when it came to deciding between right and 

wrong. So much that the Prophet (PBUH) gave him the nickname: Al-Farooq 

which means the divider, meaning that he divided between right and wrong. 

The Prophet even said that Omar (RAA) had such a strong faith and 

personality that if he walked down one road, the shaytan would be too scared 

to walk in the same road.  

Abu Huraira reported that Omar ibn Al-Khattab came to the Prophet (PBUH) 

while there were some women with him and they were raising their voices 

above the voice of the Prophet (PBUH) and when Omar sought permission to 

get into the house they went behind the curtain hurriedly. The Prophet (PBUH) 

gave him permission smilingly. Thereupon Omar enquired: O Allah's 

Messenger, may Allah keep you happy all your life. Then Prophet (PBUH) 

said: I wonder at these women who were with me and no sooner did they hear 

your voice, they immediately went behind the curtain. Thereupon Omar said: O 

Allah's Messenger, you have more right that they should fear you. Then Omar 

(addressing the women) said: O enemies of yourselves do you fear me and not 

fear the Prophet (PBUH)? They said: Yes, you are harsh and strict as compared 

to the Messenger of Allah (PBUH). Thereupon, the Prophet (PBUH) said: By 
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Allah, if satan would come across you in the way he would certainly take a 

different way from that of yours. 

Dear Muslims: 

The Prophet (PBUH) said: ñWhile I was sleeping I saw myself in Paradise (in a 

dream), and I saw a woman performing ablution beside a palace. I asked: 

ñWhose palace is this?ò She said: ñOmar's." I remembered his protective 

jealousy, so I turned away and left.ò Abu Hurairah said: ñOmar wept and said: 

óMay my father and mother be sacrificed for you, O Messenger of Allah! 

Would I feel any protective jealousy against you?' 

 During the life of the Prophet (PBUH) Omar Ibn Al-Khattab was always 

accompanying him, and the Prophet (PBUH) was often heard saying: Me, 

AbuBakr and Omar went to such-and-such place; me, AbuBakr and Omar 

came back from such-and-such place, and so on.  

After the death of the Prophet (PBUH) and when Abu-Bakr had become ill, he 

recommended that Omar (RAA) becomes the khalifa based on the hadeeth in 

which the Prophet (PBUH) had said: the strongest in Allahôs religion amongst 

my ummah is Omar. All the sahabas agreed with this choice and as such Omar 

(RAA) became the khalifa after Abubaker. 

Dear Muslims: 

In his first speech as Khalifa, Omar (RAA) stood on the minbar and 

supplicated to Allah (SWT) saying: Oh Allah, I am strict so make me gentle, I 

am weak, so strengthen me, and I am a miser so make me generous. 

Dear Muslims: 

Omar ruled the Muslims for a period of 10 years and 6 months, during which 

Omar was an example for the justice which was brought by Islam, and which 

Omar learnt from the Prophet (PBUH). Talking about Omarôs rule of the 

Muslims requires several books, and indeed many books have been written 

specifically about this part in his life. However today we will try to mention a 

few examples and incidents in which Omar was a fine example of justice and 

mercy. 

Dear Muslims: 

About his justice, Omar (RAA) went to Hajj every year, so that he can meet the 

ordinary people that he ruled. He used to listen to their complaints and say to 

them: óOh people, I did not send my workers to you to oppress you or take 

your possessions, I sent them to install justice amongst you, so whoever was 

oppressed by an Amir, or was hit by an Amir, then let him stand in front of me 

now and I will give him his rights in front of the people. 

He took revenge for a Coptic Christian man from Egypt who was unjustly hit 

by the son of óAmr Ibn Al-óas, and always used to say: ñWhen have you 

enslaved the people when their mothers gave birth to them free?ò 
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He (RAA) used to go out every night and walk secretly in the streets of Medina 

to check the conditions of the people. One day Omar (RAA) saw a fire coming 

from one of the tents in the desert during the night so he went with his servant 

Aslam to check. When they arrived they found a woman cooking in a big dish 

with her children crying around her. Omar asked her, why her children were 

crying, she said: because they are hungry and we have no food, there is only 

water in the dish Iôm pretending to be cooking until they fall asleep. 

Then the lady said: may Allah punish Omar for this. Omar was very upset by 

this and asked her: how can you say that when Omar doesnôt know about you? 

She replied: how can he take this responsibility and not know about us? 

Omar (RAA) was very moved by this and ran back to the charity storage, took 

a sack of flour and other food and asked his servant Aslam to help load it on 

his back. Aslam said to him, I can carry it for you oh Amir Al-Moomeneen, 

Omar then replied, will you carry my sins for me on the Day of Judgment? 

Omar then carried the food and ran back to the lady, cooked for her and her 

children and did not leave until they had eaten and the children were asleep. 

The lady then told him, you would make a better khalifa than Omar. He said to 

her: in the morning, go to his house, you will find me there. 

Dear Muslims: 

This was the personality of Omar (RAA). He took responsibility for every 

single Muslim under his rule. He even felt responsible to look after the 

animals. He used to repair the roads and then say: I am afraid that a camel will 

trip while walking and Allah will ask me on the Day of Judgment: Why did 

you not fix the road for the camel, O Omar. 

Dear Muslims: 

His death was on the 27
th
 of Thi El Hijja in the 23

rd
 year after Hijra. Whilst he 

was leading the prayer with the people, a Persian man called Abu Luôluôa Al 

Majoosy came and stabbed him in the back with a dagger and then killed 

himself. Before he died Omar asked the permission of Aisha (RAA) to be 

buried next to his friends, Muhammad (PBUH) and Abu-Bakr. Aisha said: I 

had reserved this place for myself, but today I cannot reserve it anymore, and 

Omar was buried in Madina next to his best friends. 

I pray to Allah (SWT) to provide us with leaders with the justice and mercy of 

Omar, and to unite us with him in Paradise. Ameen

Islamic History 1 ï Rabiô Al-Awwal 

All praises are due to Allah, we praise Him and ask Him His support, we seek 

His Guidance, we ask Him for Forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from 

the evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him a right.   

I testify that there is no god except Allah, Alone without any partner. He gives 

life and causes death. He has power over all things, and I testify that 

Mohammed is His servant and messenger, the best of His creation, and His 

most beloved. He delivered the message, fulfilled the trust, advised the nation, 

removed the darkness from it, and he strove in the path of the religion until his 

death.  May Allah's Blessings and peace be upon him, his family, his 

companions, and those who followed his guidance until the Day of Judgment. 

Dear brothers and sisters in Islam: 

During the month of Rabi-ul-Awwal, three events took place which had a huge 

impact on the history of the Islamic Ummah and even on the rest of the whole 

world.  

The first is that the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) was born during this month.  

The second is that during this month, he emigrated from Mecca to Medina in 

order to establish the great Islamic nation which brought light to the whole 

world as well as knowledge and justice.  

The third is the biggest calamity to hit the Islamic Ummah which was the 

death of the Prophet (PBUH) in Rabi-ul-Awwal. 

Dear Muslims, 

Nowadays, during the month of Rabi-ul-Awwal and especially on the twelfth 

day, we see that many of our brothers and sisters from all over the world 

choose to celebrate the birth of the best of creation, the Prophet (PBUH). In 

some communities, on this day there is free mixing between men and women 

and sometimes music playing.  
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When asked why they are doing this, people reply that they are celebrating the 

birth of the Prophet (PBUH). And yet, they are doing this without thinking or 

proper understanding: they choose to celebrate on the twelfth day of this month 

as if they are following a verse from the Qurôan or a clear hadith from the 

Prophet (PBUH). Indeed, we do not know if the Prophet (PBUH) was born on 

this day at all.  

Dear Muslims: 

If you read the books of the Seerah, the Sunnah or the Ahadith, you will see 

that what we know about the Prophet (PBUH)ôs date of birth is that it was 

during the Year of the Elephant and that it was on a Monday. This is agreed 

upon by all the scholars. The proof is that when the Prophet (PBUH) was asked 

about fasting on Mondays, he replied that this is the day that he was born. 

However, the scholars did not agree on which month and which day of that 

month.  

 

The majority say that he (PBUH) was born during Rabi-ul-Awwal and most 

think that it was on the ninth day. This is the view accepted by historians and 

scholars of the Sunnah and Seerah. So you can see, dear Muslims, that there is 

no certainty about the date of the Prophet (PBUH)ôs birth.  

And yet, what do we know about what actually happened on the twelfth of 

Rabi-ul-Awwal? 

Dear Muslims: 
The twelfth day in Rabi-ul-Awwal, is the day that he (PBUH) died. This is 

narrated to us by hundreds of thousands of the Sahaba and the books of the 

Seerah and the Sunnah that came after them.  

Slaves of Allah, when the Prophet (PBUH) was born, no-one knew that he was 

going to be a Prophet. He had no friends, followers or enemies to record the 

exact date of his birth. As for his death, he passed away with many of his 

companions around him. There were around 300,000 men and women who 

recorded everything that the Prophet (PBUH) said or did.  

So, dear Muslims, be aware that when you celebrate or show happiness on the 

twelfth of Rabi-ul-Awwal, it is as if you are celebrating the death of the 

Prophet (PBUH). 

Dear Muslims, 

The question that remains is what is the Islamic view on the people that 

celebrate this day? 

To answer this question we say that the biggest benefit to the Muslims is in the 

message and revelation that Allah (SWT) gave to the Prophet (PBUH.)  Allah 

(SWT) reminds the entire Muslim nation that the message of the Prophet 

(PBUH) is a blessing to them. He (SWT) says:

ñIndeed Allah bestowed a great favour on the believers, when He sent among 

them a Messenger from themselves, reciting to them His verses and purifying 

them and teaching them the Book and wisdom.ò 

Allah (SWT) reminds us to obey the Prophet (PBUH) and to follow his 

Sunnah. He (SWT) always refers to the Prophet (PBUH) as a messenger. He

 ñObey Allah and the Messenger so that you may receive mercy.ò 

Dear Muslims, 

The ones who benefit the most from the Prophet (PBUH) are those who follow 

him and love him. Those who claim that they love him without trying to follow 

his way at all will be in the Hellfire even if they were the closest people to him. 

Even his Uncle Abu Talib who looked after him since he was eight years old 

and defended him and loved him the most ï he did not accept the message of 

Islam and did not say the shahada. Did his love for the Prophet (PBUH) help 

him? No, as he will be in the hellfire; even with the love of the Prophet 

(PBUH) for him he was not guided. 

Imam Al Bukhari narrated that when Abu Talib was on his death bed; the 

Prophet (PBUH) came to him and found with him two disbelievers. The 

Prophet (PBUH) said, ñO uncle! Say:  ъϖ йЮϖъ, a sentence with which I will 

intercede on your behalf before Allah.ò On that the two non-believers said to 

Abu Talib, ñWill you now leave the religion of 'Abdul Muttalib?ò the Prophet 

(PBUH) kept on inviting him to say that sentence while the other two kept on 

repeating their sentence to him until he finally said: ñI am on the religion of 

'Abdul Muttalib,ò and refused to say:  ъϖ йЮϖъ. On that Prophet (PBUH) said, 

ñBy Allah, I will keep on asking Allah's forgiveness for you unless I am 

forbidden (by Allah) to do so.ò So Allah revealed:

the mushriks, even if they are near relatives, after it became clear to them that 

they are the people of Hellfire.ò 

On the other hand, there are people who have not seen him but believed in him, 

loved him and followed his way, they are promised intercession by the Prophet 

(PBUH) on the day of Judgement. 

Dear Muslims, 

The one who truly loved the Prophet(PBUH) is not the one who sings and 

dances out of love for the Prophet(PBUH) and distributes food and drinks just 

on his birthday. But the one who truly loves him will strive to follow the 

Prophetôs (PBUH) way in every moment of his life and make him the best 

example to follow.

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This is done in the following ways: To have true faith in everything the Prophet 

(PBUH) taught us. Before this, they will have true faith in Allah (SWT) and 

tawhid - that there is no associated partners with Allah (SWT), that everything 

is created by Allah and that we are all slaves of Allah (SWT). Everything 

belongs to Allah. 

The one who truly loves the Prophet (PBUH) will follow his example in every 

moment of his life. For example, when eating, drinking, sleeping, dealing with 

his spouse and family. It is strange that there are some people who claim to 

love the Prophet (PBUH) but do not pray at all. Prayer was the most important 

act of worship to the Prophet (PBUH). 

The one who truly loves the Prophet (PBUH) loves to read his seerah and about 

his sunnah. When they remember the twelfth of RabiôAlawal, they realise that 

it is the biggest disaster to have happened to the Muslim ummah because after 

the Prophet (PBUH) passed away, revelations stopped and Jibril (AS) stopped 

coming down to earth with more guidance from Allah to the people. 

Dear Muslims: 

We do have the Qurôan and Sunnah but the light of revelation was guidance for 

all mankind. There is a story narrated in sahih al Bukhari that Abu Bakr (RA) 

said to Omar after the Prophet (PBUH) had passed away ñLet us visit Om 

Ayman like the Prophet (PBUH) used to.ò When they got there she began to 

cry and they said to her: ñwhy are you crying? ï do you not know that what 

Allah (SWT) has prepared for the Prophet (PBUH) is much better than what is 

here.ò She replied ñI do not cry because I know that what Allah has kept for the 

Prophet (PBUH) is better than what is here but I cry because the revelation has 

stopped coming down.ò So they both started to cry as well.  

Um Ayman was a very pious woman. The Prophetôs (PBUH) death was not 

easy for her, she looked after him since he was a young boy and she was one of 

the closest people to him and he loved her greatly. Her husband Zaid and son 

Osama were of the closest people to the Prophet (PBUH) and yet, after his 

death she looked at the important side of the Prophetôs (PBUH) life which was 

the message. 

 

I pray to Allah (SWT) to grant us the love of the Prophet (PBUH) and guide us 

to following his example and Sunnah.

Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him the right 

way. 

I testify that there is no god except Allah, alone without any partner. And that 

Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger. May Allah's Blessings and 

peace be upon him, his family, his companions, and those who followed his 

guidance until the Day of Judgment. 

Dear Muslims: 

Our talk last week was about the events that happened to the Prophet (PBUH) 

in the month of Rabiô Al-Awwal and we mentioned that he (PBUH) in fact 

died on the 12th of Rabiô Al-Awwal in the 11th year after Hijra. Today, we 

will talk about his death (PBUH). And thatôs for several reasons. 

Fir stly; to see how much sadness befell the companions of the Prophet 

(PBUH) when he died, therefore reflecting the love that they had for Him.  

Secondly, to know that he (PBUH) was an ordinary human being. Yes, he was 

blessed by being the Messenger of Allah and he was given many miracles but 

he was still human.

 ñVerily, you (O Muhammad SAW) will die and verily, they (too) will die.ò

Thirdly,  we remember his death in order to appreciate the importance of his 

last ever advice to us, since it is known that statements said at the deathbed 

usually carry the most weight. 

Dear Muslims: 

During the Prophetôs Pilgrimage of farewell, which was in the year before his 

death, the Prophet (PBUH) delivered his speech to about one hundred thousand 

companions. It was as if he felt the end was coming, and thatôs why he said to 

the companions: Watch me closely to learn the way to worship Allah, for I 

donôt know whether I will ever meet you in such circumstances again. Then the 

verse:

ñThis day, I have perfected your religion for you, completed my favour upon 

you, and have chosen for you Islam as your religionò  

So, this was a sign from Allah that the end was near and the mission was 

complete. Then during his journey back from Mecca to Medina, surat Al-Nasr 

was revealed, saying:

ñWhen Allah's help and victory come to pass and the gates of Macca are 

declared open to you O Muhammad, and you see people embracing the religion 

of Allah in large numbers then glorify and thank your Lord and ask for 

forgiveness; indeed He is the Most Forgiving.ò 
And this was an even clearer message that the end was soon.  

Dear Muslims: 

The Prophet (PBUH) continued his journey to Medina and was there during the 

rest of Dhul-Hijja and Muharram. Then in the first week of the month of Safar 

in the 11th year of Hijra, the Prophet (PBUH) went out to the graves of the 

martyrs of Uhud to make duôaa and pray for them, then went to the masjid to 

address his companions and said to them: ñI am travelling ahead of you to 

prepare your next destination. I will be a witness over all of you, and by Allah I 

can look now and see the water well at which I will meet my followers.ò 

Then in the middle of the month of Safar, he went out during the night to the 

graves of Baqeeô and addressed the inhabitants of the graves, then at the end 

said to them: and ñI will, inshaôa Allah, soon catch up with you.ò 

Then on the last day of Safar, as he was returning from the janazah of one of 

his companion, he suffered from a severe headache and fever, and they 

searched for a medicine for him but found none. Then he (PBUH) sought 

permission from his wives to be nursed in the room of óAisha and they 

permitted him. So he spent the next 11 days leading the Muslims in prayer 

while he was ill.

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On the seventh of Rabiô Al-Awwal, his fever was so high that he couldnôt leave 

the house until they had bathed him with seven goatskin-fuls of water from 

seven different wells. Then he went to the masjid, sat on the minbar and said: 

Allah has cursed the Christians and the Jews because they took the graves of 

their prophets as places of worship." By that he (PBUH) warned his Ummah of 

imitating them, by doing that which they did. 

Then he (PBUH) looked at his companions and said: If there is anyone here 

that I have whipped his back, please come forward and whip my back.  If there 

is anyone here that I have sworn at, please come forward and swear at me. If 

there anyone here that I have taken money from, please come forward and take 

your money. So a man stood up and said: Oh Messenger of Allah, you owe me 

3 dirhams, so the Prophet (PBUH) asked his cousin, Al-Fadl, to pay him the 3 

dirhams.  

Then he (PBUH) said: A slave of Allah was given the choice between living in 

this world eternally in luxury and returning to Allah, and he chose to return to 

Allah. At this point, Abu-bakr (RAA) started crying and said: Oh Messenger of 

Allah, we are ready to sacrifice even our mothers and fathers for your sake. 

And the companions looked at him, not understanding why he cried and said 

what he said, until they later discovered that he was the only one who 

understood that the Prophet (PBUH) was referring to himself as the slave of 

Allah.  

Dear Muslims: 

On Thursday, the 8th of Rabiô Al-Awwal, the Prophet (PBUH) led the Maghrib 

prayer, reciting surat Al-Mursalat. But when the time for óIsha came, his fever 

was again so high that he kept going in and out of consciousness.  

Bilal called for prayers and the people kept waiting, but in the end, he (PBUH) 

ordered Abu-bakr to lead the prayers.  

By Saturday, his fever was better that he managed to go out to the masjid 

during Salat Al-zuhr while Abubakr was leading. He was carried by his uncle 

Al -Abbas and his cousin Ali until they sat him to the left of Abubakr. So, 

Abubakr led the Muslims in prayer while standing, and he was being led by the 

Prophet (PBUH) while sitting.  

On the Sunday the 11th of Rabiô Al-Awwal, the Prophet (PBUH) freed all his 

slaves, and gave out in charity all of his wealth, which was seven dinars and he 

made his weapons a gift for the Muslims.  

Dear Muslims: 

During Salat Al-Fajr on Monday the 12th of Rabiô Al-Awwal, while the 

Muslims were being led in Prayer by Abubakr, he (PBUH) opened the curtain 

of his room to look at them and immediately Abubakr started moving back to 

make room for the Prophet, but he (PBUH) motioned to him to continue.  
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By sunrise, the Prophetôs daughter Fatima came to visit him, and when she saw 

how ill and in pain he looked, she started crying and saying: Oh what disaster 

has befallen my father! So he (PBUH) said to her: ñNo disaster will befall your 

father after todayò then he whispered something in her ear that made her cry 

and whispered again and she smiled. When she was asked about this later she 

said: He first told me that he was going to die from his illness, so I cried, and 

then he told me that I would be the first from his household to follow him, so I 

smiled. 

Then he (PBUH) kept saying: Al -Salah, Al-Salah, and take care of your slaves. 

And while he was leaning his head on the chest of óAisha, he saw Abdullah Bin 

Abubakr come in holding a stick of siwak, and he looked at him.  

So óAisha asked him whether he would like to use it and he nodded. So, she 

made the bristles soft for him and cleaned his teeth.  

Then the Prophet (PBUH) raised his index finger and recited

The day of the death of the Prophet (PBUH) was the saddest, and most difficult 

the companions had ever faced. Their reactions will be the topic of our sermon 

next week inshaôa Allah.

All praises are due to Allah; we praise Him and ask Him His aid, we seek His 

guidance, we ask Him for forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from the 

evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him the right 

way. 

I testify that there is no god except Allah, alone without any partner. And that 

Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger. May Allah's Blessings and 

peace be upon him, his family, his companions, and those who followed his 

guidance until the Day of Judgment. 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Islam: 

We spoke last week about the last days in the life of the best of mankind, the 

Prophet Mohammad (PBUH). And we mentioned that the most important 

things that he (PBUH) highlighted before his death was the prayer, salah, and 

good dealing with slaves, women and anyone who is under the responsibility of 

a Muslim. He also said that the Arab peninsula in Hijaz was to be only for the 

Muslims and that no-one should enter Makkah or Medina except Muslims. 

Dear Muslims,  

We remembered that on Monday, 12
th
 of rabi Alawal, in the eleventh year of 

the Hijrah, the Prophet (PBUH) passed away while his head was in the lap of 

the mother of the believers, Aaôisha. When she realised that he had passed 

away she went out to the sahaba in the masjid crying and screaming that 

Prophet of Allah (PBUH) had passed away.  

 

This was the most difficult news for all Muslims. The Sahaba became very 

confused. Some were so shocked that they could not think, some sat down and 
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could not get up, some could not even speak and some denied the news and 

could not believe it.  

Omar bin Khattab even said ñBy Allah, the Prophet (PBUH) did not pass away. 

These are the words of the hypocrites. He (PBUH) did not die: he went to 

Allah just like Musa son of Imran, who left his nation for forty nights, and then 

came back to them after they said he was dead.ò 

Dear Muslims, 

The Muslims hoped and prayed that Omar bin Khattab was right until Abu 

Bakr al siddiq (RAA) came and entered the Mosque and did not speak with 

anybody and quickly entered the house of the Prophet (PBUH). He found the 

Prophet (PBUH) lying down on his bed with his face covered. He uncovered it 

and realised the painful truth that the Prophet (PBUH) had really passed away. 

Abu Bakr began to cry and then came closer to the Prophet (PBUH) and kissed 

his forehead. He then said with his hands on the face of the Prophet ñO my 

Prophet, my best friend!ò Then he said ñ"My father and my mother be 

sacrificed for you, O Messenger of Allah! how good you were when alive and 

when you have passed away.ò 

When Abu Bakr (RAA) went out to the people to tell them of this painful 

news, óUmar was in a corner of the mosque saying: óBy Allah, the Messenger 

of Allah (PBUH) has not died and he will never die until the hands and feet of 

most of the hypocrites are cut off.ô  

Abu Bakr said, to him: "Sit down, O `Umar!" But `Umar refused to sit down. 

So the people came to Abu Bakr and left `Umar. Then Abu Bakr stood up, 

ascended the Minbar praised and glorified Allah and said: óWhoever used to 

worship Muhammad, Muhammad is dead. And whoever used to worship 

Allah, Allah is alive and will never die. Then he recited the verse

And he who turns back on his heels will never harm 

Allah at all; and Allah will give reward to those who are grateful.ò 

 óUmar said: óIt was as if I had never read that verse before that day.ôò  

Dear Muslims: 

It was at this point that the people realised that the Prophet (PBUH) really had 

passed away and sadness, crying and fainting was the reaction of all of them. 

Fatima (RAA) the daughter of the Prophet (PBUH) then stood up and said as 

narrated by al Bukhari ñO Father, you answered Allahôs call, O Father the 

Jannah of al firdous is your destiny, O Father To Jibraôil we announce his 

death;.ò   
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Dear Muslims, 

While the Sahaba were in the Masjid they heard that the al ansaar were in a 

meeting to appoint a new khalifa after the Prophet (PBUH) so that the ummah 

would not remain without a leader.  

So Abu Bakr, Omar and Abu Obaidah went to this meeting. The meeting ended 

with the muhajireen and ansaar agreeing that Abu Bakr should be the new 

khalifa after the Prophet (PBUH).  

The reason for this was that Abu Bakr was the first man to become a Muslim, 

he was the companion of the Prophet (PBUH) during the hijra and he was the 

Imam for the salah when he (PBUH) was ill. So the sahaba decided that 

because the Prophet (PBUH) had chosen Abu Bakr as the Imam for salah when 

he (PBUH) was ill, then they should choose him as the Khalifa to rule over the 

Muslims when the Prophet (PBUH) was dead. 

Dear Muslims, 

Then Abu Bakr and Omar came back to wash the body of Prophet (PBUH) and 

bury him. The sahaba did not know how to do this and were too embarrassed to 

take his clothes off. They looked to one another for answers, but then they 

heard a voice from the room where the body of the Prophet (PBUH) lay that 

said to them do not take any of his clothes off but wash him with his clothes 

on. So they did this and the people that washed him were Al Abbas, Ali, al 

Fadl, Kathim ibn al abbas, Shoqraan the servant of the Prophet(PBUH), Osama 

ibn zaid and Aws ibn khawla.  

 

After they finished washing the Prophet (PBUH), they went inside his house 

individually to perform janazah prayer without an Imam in respect for the 

Prophet (PBUH). The family of the Prophet (PBUH) went in first to perform 

their prayers, then al muhajireen with the males from al ansaar after that, then 

the females and then the children.  

When they were about to bury the Prophet (PBUH) Abu Bakr said: óI heard the 

Messenger of Allah (PBUH) say: ñNo Prophet ever passed away but he was 

buried where he died.ò So they lifted up the bed of the Messenger of Allah 

(PBUH) on which he had died, and dug the grave for him, and he (PBUH) was 

buried in the middle of Tuesday night. 

Dear Muslims, 

The death of the Prophet (PBUH) is the biggest disaster to have happened to 

the Muslim ummah and sadness was felt across his family and companions 

(RAA). This is because they loved him so much more than their own wealth, 

children, mothers, fathers and themselves. This is the proof of imaan as the 

Prophet (PBUH) said: ñnone of you is a believer until I am dearer to him than 

his child, his father and the whole of mankind.ò And in anther narration he

said: ñBy Allah (you will not have complete faith) till I am dearer to you than 

your own self.ò Al Bukhari. 

Everyone loved the Prophet (PBUH), even the animals that cannot speak. 

Imam A mad narrated that the Messenger of Allah (PBUH) one day was in the 

garden of a man from the Ansar.  

There was a camel in that garden and when the camel saw him, it groaned and 

started to shed tears. The Prophet (PBUH) wiped the tears and it became quiet. 

He then enquired about the owner of the camel and when its owner appeared 

before him he said, 'Do you not fear Allah in this animal which Allah has put in 

your possession? It has complained to me that you do not feed it well and you 

overburden it.ò 

Dear Muslims,  

While the Prophet (PBUH) was travelling with the sahaba, the sahaba went 

past a birdôs nest, so the sahaba took little birds out of it. A big bird then started 

to fly over the head of the Prophet (PBUH) and go around him. The prophet 

(PBUH) asked ñWho took the babies of this mother?ò the sahaba replied ñit 

was us, O Rasul Allahò. The prophet (PBUH) replied ñReturn them to her.ò  

Dear Muslims, 

The Prophet (PBUH) used to do the Khutbah while standing on a tree trunk in 

the masjid. Then a minbar was then made for the prophet (PBUH) to use, when 

he stood on the minbar and left the tree trunk the sahaba could hear crying 

sounds, so the Prophet (PBUH) came down from the mimbar and hugged the 

tree trunk until the tree trunk stopped making that sound. Even the trees and 

stones used to greet the Prophet (PBUH). 

Dear Muslims, 

We repeat this these ahadeeth and will continue to repeat them and remind 

people that love for the Prophet (PBUH) is shown by following the deen and 

his Sunnah. This is the proof of our love for him. Whoever claims to love the 

Prophet (PBUH) and does not follow his Sunnah does not love him at all.  

We ask Allah to make us from the ones who follow the Sunnah of the Prophet 

(PBUH) and that we have intercession from him on the day of Judgement.

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Love of the Prophet (PBUH) 

All praises are due to Allah; we praise Him and ask Him His aid, we seek His 

guidance, we ask Him for forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from the 

evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him the right 

way. 

I testify that there is no god except Allah, alone without any partner. And that 

Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger. May Allah's Blessings and 

peace be upon him, his family, his companions, and those who followed his 

guidance until the Day of Judgment. 

Dear Brothers and sisters in Islam: 

There is no happy life without having sincere love for Allah (SWT). Loving 

Allah brings glory, happiness and success in this world and in the Hereafter. If 

one truly loves Allah, then he has to love the Prophet (PBUH) as well. Allah 

(SWT) says, 

ñSay (O Muhammad): ñIf you (really) love Allah then follow me, Allah will 

love you.ò 

Loving Allah cannot be separated from loving the Messenger (PBUH). And it 

is one of the greatest foundations of this religion and an important pillar of 

faith. Loving Allahôs Messenger has excellent rewards and leads to eternal 

bliss. Whoever loves the Messenger of Allah, and believes in the oneness of 
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Allah will be in the company of Allah's Messenger in Paradise, by the will of 

Allah (SWT). 

It is reported that a man asked the Prophet (PBUH) as to when will the Day of 

Judgment be. The Messenger (PBUH) asked him, ñWhat have you prepared for 

it?ò The man said, ñI have not prepared for it much prayer, fasting or charity ï

meaning that he did not perform more than the obligatoryï and he continued: 

but I love Allah and His Messenger.ò Thereupon the Prophet (PBUH) said, 

ñYou will be in the company of the one you love.ò 

Anas (RAA) describes this day as the happiest day after the start of Islam; 

because none of them could compete with the Prophet (PBUH) in his worship 

and therefore didnôt think they would see him again in the hereafter, but 

because they all loved him greatly they were now sure they would be with him 

in Jannah. 

Dear Muslims: 
Even though love is a deed of the heart, it needs to manifest itself physically 

through sayings and practical deeds, for sincere love has signs. A Muslim's 

love for Allah drives him to do all that Allah and His Messenger love. It 

reminds a Muslim to keep away from all that Allah (SWT) and His Messenger 

dislike. 

True love for Allah and His Messenger encourages the Muslim to follow the 

Sunnah in all that he likes and dislikes and in public and private. The highest 

degree of a Muslim's love for the Messenger (PBUH) demands that he 

overcomes his desires. It demands that he gives the Prophet's commands a 

priority over his own wishes. This is because true love of the Prophet (PBUH) 

demands that we accept all that he has brought from Allah; it demands that we 

follow his commands sincerely and honourably.  

Dear Muslims: 
One of the ways of showing our love for the Prophet (PBUH) is to praise him 

in the way that Allah (SWT) has praised him, without any exaggeration or 

disrespect. The Muslim should pray for the peace and blessings of Allah to be 

upon him whenever his name is mentioned in sayings and writings. He 

(PBUH) said: ñThe true miser is the one who, when my name is mentioned, 

does not pray for Allahôs peace and blessings for meò and he also said: ñDo not 

turn your homes into graveyards. Pray for my blessing, for your prayer shall 

reach me from wherever you are.ò 

Dear Muslims: 
Among the signs of loving the Prophet (PBUH) is to always remember him, to 

wish for meeting him and to pray to Allah (SWT) to make you join him in 

Paradise. The Prophet (PBUH) said, ñfrom my ummah the ones who love me 
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most are those who will come after me and wish that they could give up their 

wealth and families just so they can meet me.ò  

Another way of showing the love of the Messenger (PBUH) is to love the 

members of his household and all his companions, and to respect them, 

preserve their honour and recognize their position. The Prophet said, ñBe 

mindful of Allah regarding the members of my household.ò 

Dear Muslims: 
The message that the Prophet (PBUH) called to in every hour of his life is to 

worship Allah (SWT) alone and not to worship anything besides Him. That is 

why we must always remember the Prophet (PBUH) without exaggeration, and 

to remember him as the sincere slave and Messenger of Allah (SWT). He 

(PBUH) says: ñDo not exaggerate in your praise for me as the Christians have 

done in respect to Jesus son of Mary. I am only a slave of Allah. So say: 

Allah's slave and Messenger.ò 

Dear Muslims: 
We will mention a few examples of how the companions (RAA) displayed 

their love towards their Prophet (PBUH). Ali (RAA) was asked one day: How 

much did you love the Messenger (PBUH)? He answered: ñWe loved him 

more than our wealth, our children, our parents and cold water at a time of 

thirst.ò This love, dear brothers and sisters, was not just a verbal expression, 

but it was a physical expression in their every action.  

Dear Muslims: 
If I were to mention all the things that the companions did out of love for the 

Prophet (PBUH) weôd spend a lifetime, so instead weôll just mention a few 

examples.  

We will start with the first khalifa, Abubakr (RAA). He narrated that during the 

migration from Mecca to Medina, they had become very thirsty. Abubakr says: 

we were extremely thirsty and didnôt have any water; so when I found some 

milk I offered it all to the Messenger (PBUH). He (PBUH) drank from it until I 

felt that I had satisfied my thirst. 

Moreover, when the father of Abubakr announced he had become a Muslim, 

Abubakr (RAA) started crying and said: I had hoped it was Abutaleb the 

Prophetôs uncle that had become a Muslim because I know that heôs more 

beloved to the Messenger (PBUH) than my father.  

Abdullaah Ibn óUmar (RAA) asked his father: ñWhy do you like Usaamah 

more than me? I swear by Allah that he never beat me to any battle.ò 'Umar 

(RAA) replied: "Because Zayd (Usaamahôs father) was dearer to the Prophet 

(PBUH) than your father was, and Usaamah was dearer to the Prophet (RAA) 

than you were. Therefore, I favour the love of the Prophet over my love.ò 
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A woman from the tribe of Banu Deenaar lost her husband, father and brother 

in the battle of Uhud. When she was informed of this, she asked ñWhat has 

happened to the Messenger of Allah?ò They said, ñAll praise is due to Allah, 

he is as safe as you would wish him to be." She said, "Show him to me so I can 

look at him." When she saw him, she said,  

ñAny disaster besides that of losing you, o messenger of Allah is nothing.ò 

Dear Muslims: 
The companionsô love for the prophet (PBUH) meant that they obeyed all of 

his commands to the letter. It was narrated that one day, Abdullah Ibn Rawaha 

was approaching the Prophetôs Masjid when he faintly heard his voice from 

inside the Masjid telling the people around him to sit down. Upon hearing this, 

Abdullah (RAA) immediately sat down in the middle of the road. When the 

Messenger (PBUH) had finished his talk and heard of what Abdullah had done, 

he called him and said: May Allah increase you in your obedience to Allah and 

His Messenger.  

Aaisha (RAA) narrated that A man came to the Prophet (PBUH) and said: ñO 

Messenger of Allah, I love you more than my family and my possessions. 

When I am at home, I remember you, and I cannot wait until I come and see 

you; but then I remember that I will die and you will die and I know that when 

you enter the paradise, you will be raised up high with the Prophets. When I 

enter it, I will not see you." The Prophet did not answer him until this verse 

was revealed:

They used to fight over the remnants of water of his wuduô, the locks of hair 

when he cut his hair, and even his sweat. It was narrated by Anas (RAA) that 

one day, the Prophet (PBUH) slept in the afternoon in Anasô house. When he 

woke up and was getting ready to leave, Anasô mother took the pillow that the 

Prophet slept on and started wringing the sweat out of it. When Prophet 

(PBUH) saw her do this, he asked her: ñUmm Sulaini, what is this that you are 

doing?ò And she said: That is your sweat which we mix in our perfume and it 

becomes the most fragrant perfume. 

Dear Muslims: 
I pray to Allah to make us from those who love the Prophet (PBUH) even 

though we havenôt seen him and to let us meet him in Jannah. Ameen.

The Signs for Loving the Prophet (PBUH)

I testify that there is no god except Allah, alone without any partner. And that 

Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger. May Allah's Blessings and 

peace be upon him, his family, his companions, and those who followed his 

guidance until the Day of Judgment.  

Dear Brothers and sisters in Islam: 

Today, we will talk about a very important matter which is misunderstood by 

many people. It is the love of the Messenger (PBUH).  

We will try to answer two main questions: 
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Firstly,  what is the ruling on having love for the Prophet (PBUH)? Is it 

compulsory, i.e. a fardh? Or is it simply a mustahab, which means itôs good to 

have but no harm done if not? 

Secondly, what is the correct way of expressing our love for the Prophet 

(PBUH)? 

Dear Muslims: 

With regards to the first question, and whether having love for the Prophet 

(PBUH) is compulsory or not, we say that it is higher and greater than being 

compulsory. Thatôs because it is part of imaan. So, whoever claims to have 

imaan but can find no love for the Prophet (PBUH) in his heart, then he does 

not have imaan.  

Not only that, but loving Allah (SWT) and his Messenger must take priority 

over the love of everything else.  

Allah (SWT) says in surat At-tawba:

And it was narrated by Anas ibn Malik that the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñNone of 

you truly believe until I am more beloved to them than their child, their parent 

and everyone elseò and in another narration, he (PBUH) said: ñUntil I am more 

beloved to them than their family, their wealth and everyone elseò. 

It was narrated by Bukhari that Abdullah ibn Hisham said: We were with the 

Prophet (PBUH) one day when he held the hand of Omar ibn Al-Khattab, so 

Omar said to him: O Messenger of Allah, you are more beloved to me than 

everything, except myself.  

So, he (PBUH) said to him: No, Omar, it is not enough, I have to be more 

beloved to you than even yourself.  

So Omar thought about it for a while then said: Now, by Allah, you are more 

beloved to me than my own self.  

So he (PBUH) said: Now, Omar. 

For further proof about the importance of loving the Prophet (PBUH), he 

(PBUH) was narrated as saying: ñThree things, if found in someone, he will 

taste the sweetness of imaan... one of them: that Allah and his Messenger are 

more beloved to him than everything else.ò

but some people are untruthful in this claim. And some people, out of 

ignorance express this love in a way which borders on making them 

disbelievers in Allah (SWT). That is why it is of vital importance that we know 

the correct way of showing and expressing our love for the Prophet (PBUH), so 

that is in line with having correct faith and imaan.  

O slaves of Allah, 

One of the greatest ways of expressing our love for the Prophet (PBUH) is to 

have true and firm faith in the monotheistic message that he came with. Allah 

(SWT) says:

We never sent any messenger before you [Prophet] without revealing to him 

that "There is no god except Me, so worship Me." 

Dear Muslims: 

Worshipping only one God, means that we acknowledge that Allah (SWT) has 

all attributes of perfection and glory.  

He (SWT) is all-seeing, all-hearing. He is unlike any of his creatures whose 

hearing and seeing are limited and have no knowledge of the future.  

To Allah (SWT), knowledge of the future is the same as knowledge of the past 

and the present. No one knows anything from the future except those things 

which Allah chooses to reveal to some of his slaves.  

Allah (SWT) is forever living ï He has no beginning and no end.  

Unlike his creatures, which all have a beginning and an end.  

Even the messengers who are high in status and regard were all born as 

ordinary men and have all died. So, whoever claims that any man is eternally 

alive is essentially associating partners in equal glory to Allah (SWT).  

Allah (SWT) told his messenger in the Qurôan:

O you who believe, obey Allah and the Messenger, and those in authority 

among you.

Also from the ways of expressing our love for the Prophet (PBUH) is to know 

his high rank and hold him in high regard in our hearts, so that if we hear 

someone telling us about one of his sayings, we stop and listen.  

It was narrated that whenever Imam Malik heard a hadith from the Prophet 

(PBUH) he would stop and listen carefully, with his eyes filling with tears, as if 

he was seeing the Prophet (PBUH) talking directly to him.  

Also from the ways of expressing our love for the Prophet (PBUH) is to 

increase our uttering of salat and salam upon him, especially whenever we hear 

his name mentioned. Allah (SWT) says:

Dear Muslims: 

Some people unfortunately exaggerate the status of the Prophet (PBUH) so that 

they take him beyond being a man, to being more like a god.  

Yes, our love for Allah and his Messenger is above everything else, but we also 

obey the Prophet in what he told us, specifically when he warned us in 

numerous sayings not to exaggerate his status.  

It was narrated by Omar ibn Al-Khattab that he (PBUH) said: ñDo not 

exaggerate my status like the Christians did with their Prophet, the son of 

Maryam. For I am a slave of Allah, so say the slave and Messenger of Allah.ò 
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And it was narrated by Ayesha that he (PBUH) said: ñMay Allah curse the 

Jews and Christians who took the graves of their Prophets as places of worship 

- do not imitate them.ò. 

And it was reported by Abdullah ibn Abbas that a man once said to the Prophet 

(PBUH): whatever you and Allah will. So the Prophet (PBUH) rebuked him 

and said: You have made me an equal to Allah. Say instead: Whatever Allah 

only wills.  

It was also reported by Anas ibn Malik that a man once said to the Prophet 

(PBUH): O Muhammad, our master and the son of our master. You are the best 

of us and the son of the best of us. So the Prophet (PBUH) said: ñO people, you 

should fear Allah and do not let the Shaytaan make you get carried away. I am 

Muhammad ibn óAbdullah, the slave of Allah and His Messenger. By Allah, I 

do not like for you to raise me above my station to which Allah appointed me.ò 

 

I pray to Allah (SWT) to make us from those who love the Prophet (PBUH), 

are resurrected on the Day of Judgment from among his ummah and receive his 

intercession. Ameen.

All praises are due to Allah; we praise Him and ask Him His aid, we seek His 

guidance, we ask Him for forgiveness, and we seek refuge in Allah from the 

evil of ourselves and from our sinful actions.  Whoever Allah guides no one 

can lead astray and whoever he misguides will find none to guide him the right 

way. 

I testify that there is no god except Allah, alone without any partner. And that 

Mohammed (PBUH) is His servant and messenger. May Allah's Blessings and 

peace be upon him, his family, his companions, and those who followed his 

guidance until the Day of Judgment.  
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Dear brothers and sisters in Islam:  

It is from human nature that our desires and wishes never stop. A poor person 

will wish for wealth and a rich person will wish for power. A powerful person 

will wish for eternal power, and so on. Most people have desires and wishes for 

things that may happen in this life, but only a few people will wish for things in 

the hereafter.  

Dear Muslims: 

Today, we will talk about one of the most noble of these desires. It is 

something which every Muslim should crave and wish for. It is the desire to 

accompany the Prophet (PBUH) in Paradise. 

It is not a wish to accompany a Prince or a King. It is the company of the best 

of Allahôs creations. It comes with no humiliation or cost. It is an eternal state 

which never ends, among the trees and rivers of Paradise in the shade of the 

throne of Allah (SWT). What an accomplishment it is to be a companion of the 

Prophet (PBUH). It is truly the best of prizes. 

Dear Muslims: 

Imagine that your neighbour in Paradise is the Prophet of Allah (PBUH); the 

master of all the children of Adam and the one who opens the gates of Paradise 

on the Day of Judgment. This is a wish that was prayed for by all the righteous 

companions. It was narrated that the Prophet (PBUH) one night walked into his 

masjid in the darkness when he saw Abdullah Ibn Masoud standing praying 

and saying in his supplication: ñOh Allah, I ask you to gave me faith which 

does not end, bounties which do not run out and to accompany Muhammad in 

Paradise.ò 

Dear Muslims: 

O you who pray and ask for Paradise. You must know that Paradise has various 

levels. Each inhabitant will be in a level according to their deeds. As Allah 

(SWT) said:  )Ϝн̳Я̴г̲К ϝΖг̴в ̰Ϥϝ̲Ϯ̲ϼ̲ϸ ̵̱Э̳Ы̴Ю̲м(  

ñAnd all have degrees according to what they do.ò 

And it was narrated that the Prophet (PBUH) said: Jannah has one hundred 

levels. Between each level and the next is a walking distance of one hundred 

years.  

 

Our Prophet (PBUH) will be in the highest level in Jannah, in Firdaus. To 

accompany the Prophet in Jannah means to be with him in the Firdaus and to 

have the pleasures of being in the Firdaus, the place where the four rivers of 

Jannah originate.  

O you who love the Prophet (PBUH)! Who amongst us does not wish to 

accompany the Prophet (PBUH) in Jannah? Who amongst us does not wish 
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even to lay his eyes upon the blessed face of the Prophet (PBUH)? But, wishes 

alone are not enough. 

Dear Muslims: 

Accompanying the Prophet (PBUH) is not an impossible target to reach and it 

is not difficult. It just needs serious work and effort. So let us see, dear brothers 

and sisters, what deeds and actions do we need to be doing in order to achieve 

this great goal. 

Firstly,  we need to increase the amount of sujood that we do in non-obligatory 

Salat. He (PBUH) said: ñYou do not perform one sujood to Allah except that 

with it, Allah will raise your status one level and take one sin away from you.ò 

This promise was confirmed by another hadith, which was narrated by Rabeeôa 

Ibn Kaôab, who said that he was spending the night serving the Prophet 

(PBUH) and bringing his wuduô water to him. The Prophet (PBUH) said to 

him: Ask me anything, any favour I can do for you. So Rabeeôa said: I wish to 

accompany you in Jannah. And the Prophet (PBUH) asked him: Is there 

nothing else? And Rabeeôa replied: No, just that. So the Prophet (PBUH) said 

to him: ñThen make sure you increase your sujood.ò 

Secondly, remember the sponsorship of orphans. Run your hand over their 

heads, wipe away their tears and look after their happiness. Then wait for the 

fulfilment of the promise of the Prophet (PBUH) when he said: I and the 

sponsor of the orphan will be like this in Jannah, and he pointed with his index 

and middle fingers. In another narration, he mentioned the same reward for 

whether the orphan is a relative of the sponsor or not. For example, if you 

sponsor an orphan grandchild or an orphan sibling will bring the same reward 

as sponsoring an orphaned stranger.  

Thirdly,  accompanying the Prophet (PBUH) is something achieved by those 

who are frequently remembering him (PBUH) and praying for him. It was 

narrated that he (PBUH) said: Those who deserve me the most are those who 

pray for me the most. And in another narration he said: So whoever has prayed 

more for me will be closer to me on the Day of Judgment.  

Fourthly:  good manners and behaviour. He (PBUH) said: ñThose closest to 

me and most beloved to me on the Day of Judgment are those who are best in 

morals.ò On the other hand, those who have bad manners and are immoral will 

be furthest away from the Prophet (PBUH). He (PBUH) said: ñThose who are 

most hated by me and farthest away from me on the Day of Judgement are 

those who talk nonsense, those who insult others with their words and those 

who are arrogant.ò 

Dear Muslims:  

Fifthly,  one of the things that will make us closer to the Prophet (PBUH) on 

the Day of Judgement is looking after girls; whether they are our daughters or 
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our sisters. It is something which Islam has encouraged us to do and has 

rewarded for it greatly. To be kind to our female dependants and bringing them 

up righteously is something which brings great reward. Allah (SWT) says:

ñTo God belongs the Kingdom of the heavens and the earth; He creates what 

He wills; He gives to whom He will females, and He gives to whom He wills

So O you who look after girls, listen to the promise of the Prophet (PBUH) 

when he said: ñWhoever looks after two girls until they reach puberty, will be 

with me like this on the Day of Judgment,ò and he pointed with his index and 

middle finger. And in another narration, he (PBUH) mentioned: ñWhoever 

looks after two or three daughters or two or three sisters until they die or he 

dies then he will be close to the Prophet (PBUH) on the Day of Judgement.ò  

 

The looking after, which the Prophet (PBUH) mentioned does not just mean 

spending money. It means caring for, bringing up, teaching and instructing. It 

means correcting their manners and teaching them modesty and humility.  

Sixthly, the love of Allah and his messenger (PBUH) is something which will 

bring us closer to the Prophet (PBUH) on the Day of Judgement. It was 

narrated that an unknown companion of the Prophet (PBUH) met the Prophet 

at the door of the masjid and said to him: Oh Messenger of Allah, when is the 

Day of Judgment? And the Prophet replied: And what have you prepared for 

it? So the man said: I have not prepared much prayer, fasting or charity, but I 

truly love Allah (SWT) and his Messenger. So he (PBUH) replied: ñYou will 

be on the Day of Judgment with those whom you love.ò  

Anas Ibn Malik (RAA) reported that this one sentence gave the companions of 

the Prophet (PBUH) their happiest moment. It was true glad tidings that they 

will be with their beloved Prophet (PBUH) on the Day of Judgment.  

Loving the Prophet (PBUH) involves not only loving his person, but also 

loving his faith, his sunnah, his rulings and his commands. It involves hating 

and keeping away from his prohibitions and the things that he hated. 

By Allah, the one who goes against the teachings of the Prophet (PBUH) 

cannot then claim to love him. How can someone who mocks his teachings and 

makes light of his instructions then claim to love him?  

Dear Muslims: 

True love has signs which act as evidence for this love. And the sign of oneôs 

love for the Prophet (PBUH) is to obey his commands and follow his sunnah. 

So, o you who claim to love the Prophet (PBUH) and wish to accompany him 

in Jannah, know that obeying his commands and following his teachings will 
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not only bring you closer to him but also to the rest of the Messengers on the 

Day of Judgment.  Allah (SWT) says:
